Motion affirming the certification by the Planning Commission of the Final

Environmental Impact Report for the California Pacific Medical Center’s Long Range
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DevetopmentPiam:

WHEREAS, The proposed Project is the California Pacific Medical Center’s ("CPMC"
Long Range Development Plan-(“LRDP”). Under the LRDP, in order to meet staté seismic
readiness deadlines, CPMC proposes a five campus system with three acute care hospitals —
at the Davies Campus, the St. Luke’s Campus, and a new hospital at the proposed Cathedral
Hill Campus ~ providing approximately 903 licensed beds and three full-service emergency
departments (one at each of the acute care hospﬁals). Once the proposed Cathedral Hifl
Hospital is built at tﬁ"e Cathedral Hill Campus, the acute care services at the existing California

and Pacific Cambuses will be transferred to the Cathedral Hill Hospital. The Pacific Campus’s

. existing acute care hospital would undergo renovation and reuse as an ambulatory care

center. CPMC would sell the California Campus after the transfer of acute care and non-
acute care services to the Cathedral Hill and/or the Pacific Campus. In the near term, under
the LRDP, CPMC would also construct a new medical office building at the Cathedral Hill
Carﬁpus, a new medical pfﬁce building at the Davies Campus, and replace the existing
hospital and construct a new medical office building at the St. Luke’s Campus. Inthe long
term, commencing after 2015, 'th.e LRDP includes the construction of an additional medical
office building at the Davies Campus on a site currently occupied by a parking'garage, and
the construction of an above ground parking garage and an a'ddition to the ambulatory care

center at the Pacific Campus; and
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WHEREAS, The Planning Department determined that an environmental impact report
was required for the Project and prepared a Notice of Preparation (*NOP”) of an
Environmental Impact Report on July 1, 2006, analyzing the potential environrnental impacts
of the proposed prdject. The NOP was circulated for 30 days for public comment and review:

WHEREAS, Additional components were added to the LRDP after circulation of the
July 1, 2006 NOP, such that revised Environmental Evaluation'Applicat.ions were filed for the
Project, and the Planning Departnienr revised and re—iss'ue(-j the NOP on-May 27, 2009, which
was circulated for approximately 60 daye; end

WHEREAS, On July 21, 2010, the Department published the Draft Environmental

'lmpact Report ("DEIR") for the Project (Planning Department Case No. 2005.0555E); and

WHEREAS, The Planning Commission held a -duiy advertised public hearing on the
DEIR on September 23, 2010, at which time oppor’cunlty for public comment was provrded on
the DEIR, and written comments were received through October 19, 2010; and -

WHEREAS, The Department prepared responses to comments received at the public
hearing on the DEIR and submitted in writing to t'he Department, prepared revisions to the text| -’
of the DEIR and publlshed a Comments and Responses Document on March 29 2012 and -

WHEREAS, A. Flnal Envrronmental Impact Report ("FEIR") for the PrOJect was
prepared by the Department, consisting of the DEIR, any consultations and comments
received during the review process, any additional information that became available and the
Comments and Responses document, all as reduired by law; and

WHEREAS, On April 26, 2012, the Planning Commission reviewed and considered the

\ FEIR and, by Motion No. 18588 found that the contents of said report and the procedures

through which the FEIR was prepared, publicized and reviewed complied with the provisions
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of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the State CEQA Guidelines and Chapter
31 of the 8an Francisco Administrative Code; and
WHEREAS, By Motion No. 18588 the Commission found the FEIR o be adequate,‘

accurate and objective, reflected the independent judgment and analysis of the Department
