Be it ordained by the People of the City and Couhty of San Francisco: .

Section 1. The Planning Depariment has determined that the actions contemplated in
this ordinance comply with the California Environmental Quality Act (Ca_lifomia Public

Resources Code Sections 21000 et seq.). Said determination is on file with the Clerk of the

Board of Superviéors in File No. _{ 7ol 1= and is incorporated herein by referénce.

Section 2. The Administrative Code is hereby amended by revising Section. 10G.1, 1o
read as follows:

SEC. 10G.1. SURCHARGE IMPOSED CATEGORIES OF PERMITS AND FEES.

In order to recover the cost to the City and County for the Board of Appeals permit
review functions, at the time a fee for permit applicatidn, issuance, or review is collected, a|‘1'd

at the time an annual fee for renewal of the permit or liqense' associated with the permit is

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collected,' a surchérge in the amount specified shall be charged and collected for the following

categories of permits and fees.

(a) Surcharges on For-fees imposed by the Department of City Planning pursuant fo

San-Franeiseo Planning Code Sections 350 for review of actions and permits that may be appealed

to the Board of Appeals are identified in Section 4 of Ordinance No. 149-16, referenced in Planning

Code Section 3.50(d). Notwithstonding the dollar amount stated in Ordinance No. 149-16 for fhese

surcharges, all Board of Appeals surcharges identified in Ordinance No. 149-16 shall be $18.50:

(b) For permits issued pursuant to San Francisco Building Code Section 110A:

Tables 1A-A; 1A-F, ltem 3; 1A-H; 1A-K, ltem 8; or 1A-Q, ltem 5; that may be appealed to the
Board of Appeals pursuant o Charter Section 4.106; a surcharge of $25:06$18.50,

(c) For permits issued pursuant to the Saﬂ-Fi%‘ﬂ‘tetsee Pubhc Works Code that may be
appealed to the Board of Appeals pursuant to Charter Section 4.106, a surcharge of $6,50-08;

(d) For permits specified in San-&rancisce Police Code Section 2.26 that may be
appealed to the Board of Appeals pursuant to Charter Section 4.106, a surcharge of $26-56036
for such permits issued by the Police Department, and a su'rchargé of $4-00 for such permits g
issued by the Entertainment Cor.nmissi.on; B

(e) Forannual license fees specified in Ser-Fransiseo Police Code Section 2.27 for
permits that may be.appealed to the Board of Appeals pursuant to Charter Section 4.106, a
surcharge of $26-5636 for such permits issued By the Police Department and a surcharge of

$4-00 for such permits issued by the Entertainment Commission;

Section 3. The Planning Department Fee Schedule, referenced in Section 4 of

Ordlnance No 149-16, shall be modified o reflect the Board of Appeals surcharge of $18.50
establlshed in Admlmstratlve Code Section 10G.1(a).

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective 30 days after
enactment. Enactment occurs when the Mayor signs the ordinance, the Mayor returris the

ordinance unsigned or does not sign the ordinance within ten days of receiving it, or the Board

of Supervisors overrides the Mayor’s veto of the ordinance.

Section 5. Scope of Ordinance, In enacting this ordinance, the Board of Supervisors
intends to amend only those words, phrases, paragraphs, subsections, sections, articles,
numbers punctuation marks, charts, diagrams, or any other constituent parts of the Mummpal
Code that are explicitly shown in this ordinance as additions, deletions, Board amendment
additions, and Board amendment deletions in accordance with the “Note” that appears under

the official title of the ordinance.

Existing Law

" Existing law imposes a surchérge on permit, license, and permit review fees and permit and
license renewal fees for permits and licenses issued or approved by various City authorities
based on each department’s allocable share of Board of Appeals costs.

Amendments 'to Current Law

These amendments would adjust the surcharge on permit, license, permit review and renewal
fees imposed in connection with permits and licenses issued, approved or renewed by the
designated City departments, based on each department’s history of appeals filed with the
Board of Appeals and consistent with the fiscal year 2017-2018 budget for the Board of
Appeals. These amendments also update references for surcharges apphcable to the
Planning Department and the Department of Public Health.

Background Information

This legislation is designed to reduce the dependency of the Board of Appeals on funding
from the City’s General Fund by adjusting surcharges in an equitable manner to generate

- sufficient revenue, together with Board of Appeals filing fees, to meet the operating expenses,

including employee wage rates and fringe benefits, attributable to administering the
administrative appeals process at the Board of Appeals.
