LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

ACA 8, asintroduced, Wilson. Slavery.

The Cdlifornia Congtitution prohibits davery and prohibitsinvoluntary
servitude, except as punishment to a crime.

This measure would instead prohibit slavery in any form, including
forced labor compelled by the use or threat of physical or legal coercion.
