9 WHEREAS, Pursuant to the Property and Business Improvement Law of 1994, 

1 O California Streets and Highways Code, Sections 36600 et seq. (the "Act"), as augmented by 

11 Article 15 of the San Francisco Business and Tax Regulations Code ("Article 15"), the Board 

12 of Supervisors adopted Resolution No. 171-18 on May 22, 2018, entitled "Resolution 

13 declaring the intention of the Board of Supervisors to establish a property-based business 

14 improvement district (community benefit district) known as the 'Discover Polk Community 

15 Benefit District' and levy a multi-year assessment on all parcels in the district; approving the 

16 management district plan and engineer's report and proposed boundaries map for the district; 

17 ordering and setting a time and place for a public hearing thereon; approving the form of the 

18 Notice of Public Hearing and Assessment Ballot Proceeding, and Assessment Ballot; directing 

19 environmental findings; and directing the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to give notice of 

20 the public hearing and balloting as required by law" (the "Resolution of Intention," BOS File 

21 No. 180467); and 

22 WHEREAS, The Resolution of Intention for the Discover Polk Community Benefit 

23 District (the "Discover Polk CBD" or "District"), among other things, approved the Discover 

24 Polk Community Benefit District Management District Plan (the "District Management Plan"), 

25 dated April 2018, the Discover Polk Community Benefit District Engineer's Report, dated May

11 WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors has jurisdiction over one parcel of real property 

12 within the proposed assessment district that is owned by the City and County of San 

13 Francisco, the details of which are set forth in a chart below (on page three of this Resolution);

9 WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors will hold a public hearing on July 24, 2018, to 

10 consider public testimony on the proposed formation of the Discover Polk Community Benefit 

11 District, the levy of multi-year assessments on real property located in the proposed district, 

12 and assessment ballot proceedings for affected property owners to approve or disapprove the 

13 assessments; and 

14 WHEREAS, The property owners or their authorized representatives may submit, 

15 withdraw or change assessment ballots for their respective properties prior to the close of 

16 public testimony at the public hearing; and 

17 WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors may cast the assessment ballots for those
