(a) The Planning Department has determined that the actions contemplated in' this

Supervisors in File No. 180618 and is incorporated h'erein by reference. .The Board affirms
this determination.

19, 2018, at a duly noticed public hearing, pursuant to Charter Section D3.750_—5.

Section 2. The Building Code is hereby amended by rev1smg Sections 104A.2.11 and
105A 4, to read as follows:
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'104A.2.11 Code revisions-process. An amendment to the text of the Building Code, Electrical

Code, Housing Code, Plumbing Code, Mechanical Code, Green Building Code, or other Code enforced

by the Department of Building Inspection may be initiated by introduction by a member of the Board of

Supervisors of a proposed ordinance approved as to form by the Ciry Attorney, or by a

recommendation of the Building Official to the Building Inspection Commission pursuant to Section

1044.2.11.2.

104A4.2.11.1. Code revisions initiated by the Board of Supervisors; transmittal to the Building

Inspection Commission. Upon introduction of an ordinance amending the Codes cited above in

Section 104A4.2.11, the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors shall transmit the proposed ordinance to z‘hé

Building Inspection Commission for a public hearing pursuant to Section D3.750-5 of the San

Francisco Charter,

104A4.2.11.1.1. Commission hearing and recommendation. The Building Inspection

Commission shall hold a hearing on the proposed code ameéndment or a_mendments and make a

recommendation of approval or disapproval of the proposed amendment(s), in whole or in part, to the

| Board of Supervisors within 90 days from the date of their referral by the Board to the Commission.

Failure of the Commission to act within the prescribed time shall be deemed to constitute disapproval,

except that the Board may, by resolution, extend the prescribed time within which the Commission is to

render its decision. In the case of Commiission’s approval or disapproval, in whole or in part. of the

proposed amendment(s), the Board may adopt the ordinance by majority vote,

1044.2.11.1.2.

Ordinance amending the Building Code to establish a process for review by the
Building Inspection Commission and Code Advisory Committee of legislation
proposed by the Board of Supervisors; and affirming the Planning Department’s
determination under the California Environmental Quality Act.

Existing Law

- Charter Section D3.750-5 requires that the Building Inspection Commission “hold public
hearings on all proposed amendments to the San Francisco Building Code, Electrical Code,
Housing Code, Plumbing Code, and Mechanical Code.” Building Code Section 105A.4
provides for the Code Advisory Committee’s review and recommendations to the Bunldlng
Inspection Commission of proposed amendments to these codes

Amendments to Current Law

Building Code Section 104A.2.11 is amended to provide a process for the Commission’s
review of Board-initiated amendments to the codes enforced by the Department of Building
Inspection. The proposed process mirrors that in Planning Code Section 302 for the Planning
Commission’s review of Board-initiated amendments to the Planning Code. Section 105A 4 is
amended to provide for the Code Advisory Committee’s review of Board-initiated
amendments.

Background Information

While Section 104A.2.11 of the Building Code has a process for review by the Building
Inspection Commission and Code Adyisory Committee of code revisions recommended by the
Building Official, there is no codified process for review by the Commission and the Code
Advisory Committee of amendments to these codes proposed by the Board of Supervisors.
