8 WHEREAS, in 1999, 14 women in San Francisco were victims of homicide, half of

which may be considered victims of domestic/family violence; and

WHEREAS, The San Francisco Police Department receives approximately 9,000

reports of domestic violence a year; and,

WHEREAS, Domestic violence is the most under-reported crime; and,

WHEREAS, Claire Joyce Tempongko died on October 22,2000, a victim of violence

allegedly perpetrated by her ex-boyfriend; and,

WHEREAS, Ten years ago the Commission on the Status of Women did an

investigation into the response to domestic violence and made a over 100 recommendations,

following the murder of domestic violence victim Veena Charan by her husband; and,

V\JHEREAS, For the past ten years the City and County of San Francisco has worked

diligently to adopt and implement these recommendations; and,

WHEREAS, Despite ali these efforts, the procedures and policies in place failed to

prevent the death of Claire Joyce Tempongko; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the Commission and the Department on the Status of Women will

once again investigate the City and County of San Franciscols responsean«jprocedures

followed leading to the death of Claire Joyce Tempongko, and thus report its findings anal

recommendations to the Mayor and the Board of Supervisors; and be it;
