16 538294 by the payment by Pacific Rod & Gun Club of $8,250,000 to the City. The City sued 

17 its former tenant Pacific Rod & Gun Club for nuisance and breach of contract to recover the 

18 City's hazardous material remediation expenses resulting from the Club's use of shotgun 

19 shells containing lead and arsenic and targets containing asphalt compounds at a gun range 

20 that it operated on City property on Lake Merced from 1933 to 2015.
