Section 1. General Findings.

shall have a building trap placed as niear as possible to the cirb line or immediately inside any

subsidewalk basement wall under the sidewalk. T vap size shall be a minimum of 4 inches (101.6mm).

This ordinance shall become effective 30 days after'
enactment. Enactment occurs when the Mayor signs the ordinance, the Mayor returns the
ordinance. unsfgned or does not sign the ordinance within ten days of receiving it, or the Board
of Supervisors overrides the Mayor’s veto of the ordinance. | |
