Existing Law

Market Street (the "Project"). Ordinance No. 49-17 waived and exempted the Project from 
those provisions in exchange for the dedication of real property at 180 Jones Street to the 
Mayor's Office of Housing and Community Development ("MOHCD") at no cost, plus payment 
by Mid-Market Center LLC (the "Project Sponsor") of approximately $11.25 million to the 180 
Jones Street Affordable Housing Fund, according to a payment timeline. 

Under the payment timeline set forth in Ordinance No. 49-17, the first payment, of $1.5 
million, is due prior to issuance of the first construction document for the Project, or July 1, 
2017, whichever comes first.

(f) On November 17, 2016, the Planning Commission conducted a duly noticed public 

hearing on the ordinance, including the waiver of fee payments and requirements under 

Planning Code Sections 413 et seq. and 415 et seq., waiver of Health Code Article 12C, and 

the exemption of 26,572 gross square feet from the calculation of gross floor area as set forth 

in Planning Code Section 124 and from the requirements to purchase TDR under Planning 

Code Sections 123 and 128. The Planning Commission, in Motion No. 19781, found that the 

prdinance is, on balance, consistent with the City's General Plan and the elght priority policies 

of Planning Code Section 101.1. A copy of the Planning Commission Motion is on file with 

the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors in File No. 161066 and is incorporated herein by 

reference. The Board adopts the Planning Commission findings as its own.
