Section 1. Pursuant to Charter Section 6.102(5), the Board of Supervisors hereby
authorizes the City Attorney to partially settle the action entitled The City and County of San

Francisco and the People of the State of California v. Purdue Pharma L.P. et al., Case

No. 3:18-cv-7591-CRB-JSC (U.S.D.C. N.D. Cal.), by the payment of abatement funds from
AmerisourceBergen Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., and McKesson Corporation
collectively to San Francisco, in an amount estimated to be between $27 million and $50
million over the next 18 years. The lawsuit involves allegations that AmerisourceBergen
Corporation, Cardinal Health, Inc., and McKesson Corporation created a public nuisance and
violated the Unfair Competition Law and the False Advertising Laws by distributing increasing
large volumes of opioids in and around S‘an Francisco despite knowledge of the growing
epidemic caused by opioid misuse, and by failing to prevent and report suspicious opioid
orders as required by state and federal law.
