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Remote Participation by the Public

e Remote attendance/participation must
generally be allowed as a reasonable
modification for members of the public who
are unable to provide public comment in
person due to a disability under the ADA.

e The Administrative Code requires that
modifications be provided “quickly, easily,
and with minimum burden to the person
with the disability.”
