Resolution declaring the results of the special election and directing recordation of the

WHEREAS, California Statutes of 1968, Chapter 1333 (“Burton Act”) and San
Francisco Charter, Section 4.114 and Appendix B, beginning at Section B3.581, empower the

City and County of San Francisco (;‘City”), acting through the San Francisco Port Commission

(“Port” or “Port Commission”), with the power and duty to use, conduct, operate, maintain,

manage, regulate, and control the lands within Portjurisdictidn; and '

WHEREAS, FC Pier 70, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Master
Developer”) and the City, acting by and through the Port, are parties to a Disposition and
Development Agreement (as amended from time to time, “DDA”), including a Financing Plan
(és amended from time to time, “Financing Plan”), that governs the disposition and
development of approximately 28 acres of land in the waterfront area of the City known as
Pier 70 (‘;Projeot Site”); and

WHEREAS, In the general election held on November 4, 2014, an initiative entitled, the
“_Unioxj l‘ron Works Historic District Housing, Waterfront Parks, Jobs and Preservation |
initiative” (“'Proposition‘F”‘), was approved by the voters in the Cify; a‘nd

WHEREAS, The DDA contemplates a project (“Project”) pnder which the Port would
initially lease the Project Site to the Master Developer for infrastructure development, and,
ultimately, lease and sell parcels in the Projeot Site td vertical developers, for development of

a mixed-use project described in the DDA; and

-development described above, future improvements will be necessary to ensure that thé

éhoreline, public facilities, and public access improvements will be protected should sea level
rise in the vicinity of the Projeét Site, and the Board of Supervisors of the City ("Board™)
desires to provide a mechanism to pay for-the costs of such improvements; and
WVHEREVAS, At its hearing on August 24, 2017, and prior to recommending proposed |
Planning Code amendments for approval, by Motion No. 19976, the Planning Commission
certified a Final Environmental Impact Report (*FEIR”) for the Project (Case No. 2014~
OO1272ENV) pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") (California Public
Resources Code, Section 21000 et seq.), the CEQA Guidelines (14 Cal. Code Reg., Section
15000 et seq.), and Chapter 31 of the Administrative Code; a Cépy of said Motion is on file
with the Clerk of the Board in File No. 170‘9’30 and is incorporated herein by reference; and
WHEREAS, In recommending the proposed Planning Code amendments for approva]
by thls Board at its hearing on August 24, 2017, by Motion No. 19977, the Planning '
Commission also adopted findings under CEQA, including a statement of overriding
consideration, and a Mitigation Monitoring and Réeporting Program (“MMRP™); a copy of said
Motion and MMRP are on file with the Clerk of the Board in File No. 170930, and is
