Resolution proclaiming May 16" through May 22", 2010, as Public Works Week in San
Francisco; commending the women and men of the Department of Public Works; and
calling upon all of its residents, businesses, and neighborhood and merchant
organizations to work in collaboration with the department as it enhances the quality of

life in San Francisco.

WHEREAS, public works programs and services provided in the City and County of
San Francisco are delivered by a professional and committed staff of public works employees;
and

WHEREAS, it is the mission of the San Francisco Department of Public Works to
improve the quality of life in San Francisco through partnering with the community and
providing outstanding public service; and where its programs and services, provided twenty-
four hours a day, seven days per week, are an integral part of our residents’ everyday lives;
and,

WHEREAS, during the last year, the San Francisco Department of Public Works has
produced significant achievements, including the historic renovation of the award-winning
Sunnyside Conservatory, for which DPW provided architectural and engineering services; the
transformation of the public realm with projects including Pavement to Parks and the
Divisadero Streetscape Improvements, and the celebration of the 10" anniversary of DPW’s
signature volunteer event Community Clean Team; and

WHEREAS, during the last year, the Department of Public Works completed a three

year Strategic Plan; implementing goals and objectives to achieve its vision to create a world
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class public works organization that contributes to making San Francisco a beautiful, livable,
vibrant, and sustainable city; and

agency in the country to be accredited by the American Public Works Association, a voluntary,

WHEREAS, public works is dedicated to community outreach and has provided
thousands of volunteers with meaningful neighborhood improvement work in the past year;
and
