Greg Wagner currently serves as the Chief Operating Officer for the Department of 
Public Health, where he oversees a budget of nearly $3 billion annually and a 
robust capital expenditure program across several facilities, including San Francisco 
General Hospital and Laguna Honda Hospital. In this role, he also serves on the 
Board of the San Francisco Health Plan, which administers healthcare to uninsured 
and low-income San Franciscans. 

He also served as Acting Director for the Department of Public Health upon 
Barbara Garcia’s departure in late August 2018 until Dr. Grant Colfax was hired for 
the position in late January 2019.  

Prior to joining the Department of Public Health in this leadership role, he was the 
Mayor’s Budget Director from 2006-2011 under Mayors Newsom and Lee.  

He holds a Master’s Degree in Public Policy from the University of California, 
Berkeley.
