1. Statement of Need

Project:

Repower SFPD Marine 3 (31' SAFE Boat)

-Replacement and upgrade of two (2) new Yamaha 350HP outboard engines, to include installation.

Need:

The SFPD Marine Unit is currently refurbishing our 2003 SAFE Boats enclosed cabin 31' patrol vessel, through

a SAFE Boats Service Life Extension program. This project includes the removal and overhaul of nearly all major systems
and subsystems in the vessel, including: hull inspection and upgrade; new fendering collars; updated electrical wiring and
breaker system; replacement of all windows and doors; and replacement of all marine electronics technology. This project
will allow the Department to extend the service life of this vessel for an additional 10-15 years. However, current funding
did not provide for new outboard engines.

The two (2) engines currently installed are 2012 model year Yamaha 300HP outboard motors, which are reaching their
service life expectancy, with over 1400 hours on each engine. Both engines have become unreliable and service costs
are not sustainable. In addition, the power generated from these existing engines is no longer sufficient for the additional
weight that has been added through vessel outfitting over the past 7 years, as well as additions during the current vessel
refurbishment project. This boat is certified by the manufacturer, SAFE Boats Intl, for 700HP but is currently only powered
with a total of 600HP.

Marine 3 is a regionally deployable, trailerable asset that is specially outfitted for: Maritime law enforcement; search and
rescue; maritime security zone enforcement and narcotics interdiction; RAD/NUC detection missions; as well as
subsurface search and mitigation. Repowering Marine 3 will allow us to better ensure our local and regional response
capabilities for the above listed tasking, as well as negate the need to replace or substitute this vessel for designated
missions due to engine failure or lack of reliability.
