Section 1. Findings.

(@) In 1916, Jack Balestreri, born to Sicilian _immigranfs, started life on “Goat Hill,” also

~ known as. Potrero Hill. He started his first job at 7 years old in a machine shop. In 1933, when

he was only 17 years ‘old, Mr. Balestreri was hired to do conérete work on the south tower of.
the Golden Gate Bridge and the San Francisco anchorage, a job he held for 3 years. The
Golden Gate Bridge is one of the most internationally recognized symbols of San Francisco,
California, and the United Stétes. The American Society of Civil Engineers has declared the
Golden Gate Bridge one of the Wonders of the Modérn World. With the earnings from his
days on the Bridge, Mr. Balestreri paid for and built the stairs that sat alongside his house on

Carolina and 20th Street.

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(b) Jack Balestreri grew up playing baseball with the likes of Dominic and Joe
DiMaggio. He played professionally for the Pdhca City Angels in Oklahoma and the
Sacramento Solons of thé Pacific Coast League. |

(c) Jack Balestreri learned the sheet metal trade and was a membef of Sheet Metal
Workers Unioh Local 104 for 70 years. During World War H, he worked at the Bethlehem
Steel shipyard at the foot of Potrero Hill. It was there that he met his sweetheért Marina, and
married her in 1943. After the War, Mr. Balestreri worked as a draftsman at Scott Mechanical
Contractors in San Francisco for nearly 40 years.

(d) I’nr 1987, Mayor Dianne Feinstein honored Jack Balestreri with a key to the City at
the 50th anniversary of the Golden Gate Bridge’s opening. In 2012, nearly a month before the

75" anniversary of the opening of the Golden Gate Bridge, Jack Balestreri passed away at

age 95. He was the last surviving member of the original workforce that built the Bridge.

(e) Jack Balestreri was one of the quiet people who helped to build San Francisco. He
was born and raised in the City, and was a wonderful néighbor to all on Carolina Street for 95
years. |

(f) Mr. Balestreri built the stairs for which this proposed legislation seeks to honor him.
Local residents already know these stairs today as “Jack’s stairs,” and fondly remember his
stories about growing up on “Goat Hill._" | |

Existing Law

The Department of Public Works (DPW) regulates specified activities on the dedicated public
right-of-way in accordance with the Public Works Code and other Municipal Codes. The public
right-of-way consists of streets, sidewalks, ways and other public places as further defined in
Public Works Code Sections 2.4.4(t) and 244. DPW administers the process under local and
State law to name or change the name of public right-of-way, including stairways. DPW
administers the Commemorative Street Plaque Ordinance program, Public Works Code
Sections 789 et seq., that authorizes the City to designate portions of the public right-of-way in
honor of individuals, organizations, or events and to permit the install of commemorative
plaques. :

Amendments to Current Law

This Ordinance would establish the name for the unnamed portion of the Carolina Street
stairway at Carolina and 20th Streets that connects the Carolina Street cul-de-sac as “Jack
Balestreri Way”. The legislation also would commemorate this location under Public Works
Code Sections 789 et seq., the Commemorative Street Plaque Ordinance, in honor of Mr.
Balestreri, local resident who paid for and built the subject stairs with his earnings from his
days working on the Golden Gate Bndge The Ordinance would accept a commemorative
plaque as a gift to the City and waive fees for the street naming process and installation of the
plaque. The legislation also would direct official acts in furtherance of this Ordinance,
including the addition of this stairway to the official City Map of commemorative sites and
forwarding of copy of the Ordinance to the County Surveyor in accordance with State law.
