(850.00) based upon the actual costs as determined by the Controller may be imposed on the
person who issued the check by the Treasurer of the City and County, as well as any other
Treaéurer's Office
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penalties authorized under California Civil Code Section 1719. This charge may be added to

and become part of any underlying obligation other than an obligation which constitutes a lien |

on real property, and a different method of payment of that payment and future payments by

the person who issued the check may be prescribed by the Treasurer. Any charge imposed

for a returned check by either the Treasurer or a court shall be deposited in the General Fund "

of the City and County.
