Dear Ms. Calvillo,

Should the proposed charter amendment be approved by the voters, in my opinion, it would have
a minimal impact on the cost of government.

The amendment could be expected to increase the number of registered voters for municipal
elections by up to approximately 1.5 percent if 16 and 17 year olds register to vote at the same
rate as the general population. The Department of Elections would have some additional costs to
produce voter materials. In addition it would have some costs to conduct voter education and
outreach efforts for this group of voters. Spread over the four-year election cycle the added
expense would represent only a marginal increase in Department of Elections’ costs an annual

basis.
