WHEREAS, The Property and Business Improvement Law of 1994 (California Streets
and Highways Code, Sections 36600 ef seq.) as augmented by Article 15 of the San
Francisco Business and Tax Regulations Code, authorizes the City to form business and
property improvement districts funded through the levy and collection of special assessments
on identified parcels within the district; and

WHEREAS, The Board of Supervisors may initiate proceedings to establish a property
and business improvement district upon receipt of a petition signed by property owners,
business owners, or a combination of property owners and business owners in the proposed
district who will pay at least 30 percent of the assessments proposed to be levied; and

WHEREAS. The SoMa West Community Benefit District Steering Cémmittee has
proposed that the City form a district to be named the SoMa West Community Benefit District,
and is circulating a petition to property owners within the SoMa West area in order to initiate
formation proceedings; and

WHEREAS, The City owns certain parcels of real property within the proposed district,
as set forth in the document entitled "Proposed Assessments for City-Owned Parcels in the
Proposed SoMa West Community Benefit District,” which is on file with the Clerk of the Board
of Supervisors in File No. 180786 and which is hereby declared to be a part of this Resolution

as if set forth fully herein; and
