Be it ordained by the People of the City and County of San Francisco: 

15 Section 1. Findings. 

16. (a) - The Planni.ng Department has determined that the actions contemplated in this 

17 ordinance comply'~ith the California Environmental Quality Act (California Public 'Resources 

18 Code Sect.ions ~1000 et seq.). Said determination is on fiie with the Clerk·of the Board of 

19 Supervisors in File No. 180090 and is incorporated herein by reference. The Board affirms 

20 this determination. 

21 (b) On November 21, 2018, the Building Inspection Commission considered this 

22 ordinance at a duly noticed public hearing pursuant to Charter Section 03.750-5. 

23 (c) On January 1, 2016, Assembly Bill 1236 went into effect. AB 1236 added 

24 Section 65850,7 to.the California Government Code, requiring every city, county, or city and 

25 . county with a population of 200,000 or more residents to adopt an ordinance by 
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September 30, 2016, that creates an expedited, streamlined permitting process for electric 

· vehicle charging stations and a checklist of requirements consistent with the Legislature's . . . . . 

goals and intent. 

(d) In Section 65850.7.(a), the Legislature finds and declares that: 

(1) .Implementation of cons.istent statewide standards to achieve the timely and 

cost-effective installation of electric vehicle charging stations is a matter of statewide col!cern. 

(2) It is the policy of the state to promote and encourage the use of electric 

vehicle charging statio_ns and to limit obstacles to their use. 

(3) It is the intent of the Legislature that local agencies comply not only with the 

language of Section 65850.7 but also with the legislative intent t<? encourage the installation of 

electric vehicle ch~rging stations by removing obstacles to, and minimizing costs of, permitting. 

for charging stations so long as such action does not supersede the building official's a.uthority 

to identify and address higher priority life-safety situations. 

(e) The City and County of San Francisco has been in compliance with the goals 

· and mandate of AB 1236 through the Department of Building Inspection's administrative 

implementation of the expedited permit process being codified in this ordinance: The permit 

fee currently being charged is the fee listed in Building Code Section 110A, Table 1A-E for 

Category 3 - Service Distribution and Utilization Equipment. This ordinance neither · 

· establish.es nor increases the permit fee, but simply lists it as a separate item under Category 

5 - Miscellaneous Installations. 

Section 2. California Health and Safety Code Section 17958.7. No findings are 

required for this ordinance under Section 17958.7 because the ordinance enaCts the 

expedited permit process· for EV charging stations required by California Government Code 

Section 65850.7. It does not amend a "building standard" as defined in Section 18909 of the· . . 
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California Health and Safety Code or modify the checklists and standards found in the· 

Guidebook cited in Government Code Section 65850.7. 

Section 3. The Building Code is hereby amended by adding Secti~n· 1.06A.1.16, to 

read as follows:

. 106A.1.l 6 Electric Vehicle (EV) Supply Equipment ; permit and fee. An electrical permit obtained by 

a California state. li~ensed Electrical Contractor is required to install Electric Vehicle Supply 

Equipment (EVSE) defined in Section 202 ofthis Code, and the alteration or m.odification of any 

portion ofthe electrical system on the property. See Section IJOA, Table lA-E-Electr'ical Permit Fee 

. Issuance and Inspection Fee Schedule (Or the applicable fees: 

EXCEPTION: A permit is not required to install a Residential Electrical Vehicle Charger when 

a plug in type ~harger is utilizing a previously approved receptacle outlet. 

106A~l.16.1 General requirements. · 

1. The.EV Charging Station and its installation ·shall comply with Article 625 and other 

applicable sections oft he Electrical Code, and all applicable sections of the Mechanical Code, 

Building Code, and Fire Code .. The installation· s~all also meet any safety a~d performance standards 

established by the Society of Automotive Engineer~. the National Electrical Manufacturers Association, 

accredited testing laboratories such as Underwriters Laboratories, and the Cali(Ornia Public Utilities 

Commission that the Building Official determines shall apply. 

2. New construction and certain m~jor alterations, as those terms are defined in Section 202 ~f 

the Green Building Code, are subject to the req:uirements of Sections 4.103. 3. 3 and 5.103. 3 and other 

applicable sections ofthe Green Building Code, per Ordinance No. 92-17, enacted in April 2017. 

3. All electrical materials, devices, fittings, .and associated equipment shall be listed by a 

nationally recognized testing laboratory.

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4. Level 2 EVSE shall be connected and fastened in place per the manufacturer's instructions 

and Section 625.44 o[the Electrical Code. The anchorage of either floor-mounted or wall-mounted . . . , .

5. For indoor locations. the coupling means of the EVSE shall be stored at a height of not less 

than 18 inches and not more than 48 inches above. the finished floor level. 

6: For· outdoor locations, the coupling means of the EVSE shall be stored or located at a height 
I 

of not less than 24 inches above grade level . . 

106A.1.16.2. Application ·submittal requirements. 

1. Consistent with existingprocedures, the Department shall continue to allow a California 

state licensed Electrical Contractor registered with the Department to obtain an electrical permit for 

installation of electrical materials, devices, fittings, and associated equipment. Where the scope ofa 

protect, including installation of an EV Charger, solely-requires an electrical permit, such a permit 

shall continue to be available electronically and over the counter to licensed Electrical Contractors 

registered with the Department. The Department shall publish guidance clarifj;ing conditions where an 

electrical permit is sufficient.

Existing Law 

Building Code Section 110A, Table 1A-E establishes the fees for electrical permit issuance 
arid insp~ction. The fee that the Department of Building Inspection currently charges for the 
installation of ~n Electric Vehicle C'EV,,) Charging Station is t~e fee listed in Category 3 for 
Service Distribution and Utilization Equipment. 

·Amendments to Current Law 

Section 106A.1.16 is- added to the Building Code to codify the Department of Building 
Inspection's existing administrative process for streamlining and expediting the review and 
approval of applications for a permit to install an EV Charging Station. Section 110, Table 1A­
E is amended to· list Installation of EV Charging· Stations separately under Category 5 -
Miscellaneous Installations, with the same fee that is currently being charged. 

Background Information 

On January 1, 2016, Assembly Bill 1236-went into effect. It added Section 65850.7 to the 
Government Code, requiring every city, county, or city and county with a population of 

· 200,000 or more residents to adopt an ordinance by September 30, 2016 that creates an 
expedited, streamlined permitting process for electric vehicle charging stations and a checklist 
of requirements consistent with the Legislature's goals and intent. .City departments currently 
review applications and issue permits for electric vehicle charging stations· through a 

. streamlined and expedited administrative process that complies with the Legislature's 
mandate and intent. ·
