Ordinance authorizing settlement of the lawsuit filed by the City and County of San Francisco and the
Environmental Law Foundation against Nibco, Inc. for $83,000; the lawsuit was filed on December 28,
1999 in the Superior Court of California for the City and County of San Francisco, CASE NO.

end of each targeted period, Nibco shall submit to the Environmental Law Foundation test result
showing that the specific valves set forth in the lead reduction target that are sold or used in California
meet the lead reduction level required and a certification that Nibco has not and will not offer for sale
or use in California valves that do not comply with the lead reduction target. (City Attorney)

Charter amendment (First Draft) Clarifying that Charter section 13.104.5 does not prohibit City
personnel from providing to the Department of Elections services that are indistinguishable from
services provided to other City departments and unrelated to the conduct of elections; authorizing the
Board of Supervisors to grant a waiver, applicable before, during and after election day, to the
prohibition on use of City employees; eliminating the requirement that, prior to seeking a waiver from
the Board of Supervisors, the Elections Commission make a finding that the Department of Elections
will not have adequate staffing to conduct an election without the waiver; and specifying that the
Sheriff is responsible for transporting voted ballots and other documents and devices used to record
votes from the polls to the central counting location and approving a security plan.

Board procedures do not permit: 1) persons in the audience at a Committee meeting to vocally express support or opposition
to statements by Supervisors or by other persons testifying; 2) ringing and use of cell phones, pagers, and similar sound-
producing electronic devices; 3) signs to be brought into the meeting or displayed in the room; 4) standing in the meeting
room.
