7 WHEREAS, On February 25, .2020, Mayor London N. Breed declared a local 

8 emergency to exist in connection with the spread of the novel coronavirus COVlD-19; and 

9 WHEREAS, The Mayor transmitted a copy of that Proclamation Declaring the 

1 0 Existence of a Local Emergency to the Board of Supervisors (the "Proclamation"), and on 

11 March 3, 2020, the Board of Supervisors concurred in the Proclamation and in the actions 

12 taken by the3 Mayor to meet the emergency; the Proclamation and the Board's concurring 

13 motion are on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors in File No. 200228; and · 

14 WHEREAS, On March 11, 2020, the Mayor took additional steps to" meet the local 

15 emergency by issuing a Supplement to the Proclamation that: 1) orders the Controller develop 

16 and issue a policy to allow the City to continue to provide funding under existing agreements 

17 to non-profit organizations unable to provide services due to the emergency; 2) suspends· 

18 deadlines set by local law requiring City policy bodies to take action within a specified time if 

19. the body may not meet and comply with such deadlines during "the emergency; 3) suspends 

20 provisions of the Charter requiring members of City policy bodies to attend meetings in 

21 person; 4) waives provisions of local law to permit the implementation of a program allo'ijing 

22 the City to advance sick leave with pay and vacation to employees under limited 

23 circumstances; 5) extends the deadline to pay license fees to June 30, 2020; and 6) defers 

24 quarterly business tax payments for small businesses. A copy of the Mayor's Supplement is 

25 on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors in File No. 200294; and 
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WHEREAS, On March 13, 2020, the Mayor took additional steps to meet the local 

emergency by issuing a Second Supplement to the Proclamation that: 1) imposes a 

temporary moratorium on evictions for non-payment of rent by residential tenants directly 

impacted by the COVID-19 crisis; 2) suspends for 60 days the discontinuation or shut off of 

power service and the imposition of late penalties and fees by the Public Utilities Commission; 

. 3) suspends the initiation of lien proceedings for delinquent water and sewer bills during the

emergency; and 4) authorizes the Controller to accept and expend donations made to the City I

WHEREAS, California Government Code Sections 8550 et seq., San Francisco Charter

WHEREAS, On February 25, 2020, the Mayor issued a ProClaniation (the 
"Proclamation';). declaring a local emergency to exist in coooection with the imminent 
spread within the City of a novel (new) corona virus ("COVID~ 19"); and · · 

WHEREAS, On March 3, 2020, the Board of Supervisors concurred in the Proclamation 
and in the actions taken by the Mayor to meet the emergency; and 

WHEREAS, On March 4, 2020, Gove1nor Gavin Newsom proclaimed a state of . · 
emergency to exist within the State d11e to the threat posed by COVID-19; and

WHEREAS,.On March 6, 2020, the Lo~al Health Officer declared a local health 
emergency under Section 101080 of the Califomia'i-Iealth and Safety Code, and the 
Bqard of Supervisor c.oncurred in that declaration on March 10, 2020;.and 

WHEREAS, On March 6, 2020, the Cit-y iss~ed public health· guidanc~ to encourage . 
social.distancing to disrupt the spread ofCOVID-19 and protect_ community health; and 

WHEREAS·, On March 7, 2020, the Local Health Officer ordered certain City facilities 
. not to hold non-essential group events of more than 50 people for the two weeks fi·om the

WHEREAS, ou·March 7; 2020, the Department of Human Resources issued guidance to

minimize COVID-19 exposure risk for City employees .. who provide essential services to 
the local community, in particular during the current local emergency; and 

WHEREAS, On March 11, 2020, the Public Health Officer issued an order prohibiting 
most public gatherings of 1,000 people or more for a period of two weeks; and

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WHEREAS, There are currently 14 confirmed cases ·of COVID-19 within the City, more . . . 

thanl68 confirmed cases in California;· and four COVID-19-related deaths in California; 
and 

WHEREAS, Containing the spread of COVID-19 may require City non-profit. service 
providers to close or may otherwise impact their ability to continue to provide services, 
and it is neQessary that the City ensure the continuing financial stability of these providers 
so they are able to provide vital services to the City and the public in the future; and · 

WHEREAS, Disruptions caused by COVID-:19 may impactthe ability of City boards 
and commissions to meet, and members of such bodies who are particularly at risk of · 
serious illness if they contract COVID-19 may be unable to attend meetings in person, 
and 

WHEREAS, It is in the public interest t~ support City e~ployees tln·ough t~J.is public 
health emergency by ensuring they have sufficient paid time off balances to remain out of 
the workplace if they or their family members are sick, quarantined, or otherwise 
impacted· by the COVID-19 virus or actions taken in response to public health guidance 

..., ·or orders related to COVID-19, so they can return to work as soon as possible and . 
function at full ~apacity in the service of the City and its residents, and 

WHEREAS, The COVID-19 outbreak has already caused a significant negative impact 
. on businesses in the City: conferences have been cancelled, hotel vacancy is unusually 
high, many of the City's largest employers have requested their employees work from 
horrie, all of which re<;luce economic activity in the City; the San Francisco Chamber of 
Commerce reports estimates of a 50%-70% reduction in gross receipts from some small 
businesses in the first weeks ofthe COVID-19 outbreak; given the economic burden on 
businesses in the City result1ng from COVID-19, it is in the public interest to provide 
relief to businesses by delaying payment of City license. fees and certain taxes; and 

WHEREAS, The· Mayor does hereby pr~claim that the conditions of extreme peril exist 
and continue to warrant and necessitate the existence of a local emergency,

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NOW, THEREFORE,. 
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I, London N. Breed, Mayor of the· City and County of San Francisco, proclaim ·that there 
continues to exist an emerge~cy within the City and County threatening the lives, 
property or welfare of the City ~nd County and its citizens; 

In addition to the measures outlined in the Proch1mation, it ·is further ordered that: 

(1) The Controller·shail·develop a~d issue a policy to allow the City to continue to 
provide funding under existmg agreements to non-profit organizations that are unable to 
provide services for the City ·due to disruptions related to COVID-19 during the local 
emergency; the Controller shall determine the conditions that such funding will be 
available under written guidelines made available to the public; provisions of service 
agreements and of local law are suspenqed to the extent they would impede such 
continued payments authorized under the policy promulgated by the c.<?ntfoller; and. 

(2) D-eadlines set by local law requiring City policy bodies, including the Board of 
· Supervisors and City boards and commissions, to take aCtion within a certain time period 

are-suspended during the emergency and for'l4 days following the termination ofthe . 
looal emergency, if such policy bodies_ are unable to meet and comply with such 
deadlines due to the emergency; and . 

(3) Sections 2.104 and4.104 of the Charter requiring members of City policy bodies to 
attend meetings in person are suspended during the emergency; and 

(4) Sections A8.364, A8.440, and A~.441 of~he Charter, Sections·l6.9-29A and.16.9-
29B of the Administrative Code, and Civil Service Co:rillnission Rules 120, 220, 320, and 

· 420 regarding the accrual and use of sick leave with pay and vacation are waived to the 
extent d(:ftermined to be necessary by the Department of Human Resources to implement 
a program allowing the City to advance sick leave with pay and vacation to employees if 

·they are (a) members of vulnerable populations as defined in the March 6, 2020, public 
.health guidance; (b) in self-isolation or quarantine on the advice of a medical provider or 
public official; (c) suffering from an acute respiratory illnes.s or flu-like symptoms; (d) 
needed to provide care for a qualifying family member described by (a)-( c); or (e) 
otherwise directly impacted by the COVID-19 virus or actions taken in response to public 
health guidance or orders related. to COVID-19, as deterJJ?.il).ed by the Human Resources 
Director. The Department ofBuman Resources ·may issue guidance and .lmplement this 
program; and · 
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(5) The due date for license fees .otherwise due on March.31, 2020, under Section 76.1 of· 
Article 2 of the Business and Tax Regulations Code, is extended to June.30,2020, and 
the deadline for the Tax Collector to issue notice of such due date is extended from 
:February 28, 2020, to May 31, 2020; and 

(6) The quarterly estimated tax payments and filings of Gross Receipts Taxes, Payroll 
Expense Taxes, Early Care and Education Commercial Rents Taxes, and Homelessness 
Gross Receipts Taxes that would otherwise be due on April30, 2020, under Section·6.9-. 
3(a)(3) of Article 6 of the BusiJ?-essand Tax Regulations Code, are waived for taxpayers 
or combined groups that had combined San Francisco gross receipts in calendar year 
2019 of$10,000,000 or. less. These. quarterly estimated tax liabilities must instead be. 
paid along with that taxpayer or combined group's annual tax payments for tax year 
2020, which will generally be dueby March 1, 2021; and · 

(7) All City departments shall comp'y with orders issued by the City Administrator 
regarding the purchase of commodities and serviCes required to address the emergency. ·

WHEREAS, There is a severe shortage of affordable rental housing in the City, people 
who Etre evicted are at risk ofhomelessne.ss, and homeless individuals are less equipped

WHEREAS, Displacing renters who are unable to pay rent due to these types of . 
financial impacts will worsen the present crisis by makmg it difficult for them to follow 
the health guidance of sqcial distancing and isolation, which will put tenants and many 
others at great risk; and · 

WHEREAS, It is in the public interest to take steps to ensure that people remain housed· 
during this public health em·ergency; and 

WH;EREAS, Loss of income as a result of the. global ~OVID..,19 pandemic may inhibit· 
San Franc~sco residents. and businesses from fulfilling their fmancial' obligations 
inclu4ing public utility payments· such as water and sewer .charges; and

WHEREAS, Ensuring that' all customers in San Francisco that receive power services 
from the Sari ~rancisco 'Public Utilities Commission continue to have access to electricity 
so they .are able to .receive· important 90VID-19 information, 'keep critical medical 
equipment functioning, ·and utilize power as needed will help to prevent the spread of 
CO:VID-19 and prevent or alleviate illness or death due to the virus; and . 

WHEREAS, Private donors have expressed an interest in donating funds to the City to 
support the COVID-19 response efforts~ and the City intends to use those funds in an 
expeditious manner to provide.grants to small business and fot other. purposes related to 
the emergency response; and 

· WHEREAS; Many City employees ha:ye been reassigned from their nmmal.duties or . 
deployed as Disaster Service Workers to assist in the emergency response effort; other · 
City employees must prioritize and for rriany employees devote all their work time to 
work related to the emerg~ncy response; City departments have been directed to support 
telecommuting to the extent possible an.d telecommuting employees may not have access 
to City records; these changes to the typical :fullctioning of the City workforce and . · · 
workplace hav:e qurdened the City's ctbility to respond to requests for public records; 
temporarily suspending the immediate disclosure i·equest provision of the. Sunshine 
Ordinance will allow the City to devote limited staff resources to ·erriei·gency services and 
providing services to the public; the regular response dyadlines contained in th~ 
Califmnia Public Records. Act will apply; and 

WHEREAS,.The Mayor does hereby proclaim that the conditions of extrenie peril exist 
and continue to warrant ·and necessitate the existence of a local emergency, .

(a) Notwithstan<.ling Section 3 7 .9( a)(1) of the Administrative Code, if a residenti::i1 
tenant has nottimely.Ih;:l.de a rent payment tha.t was due on·or.aftet March 13,2020, the· 
landlord may hotrecover possession of the unit under Section 3 7 .9(a)(1) if the tenant has 
provided notice to the landiord withm 3 0 days after the date that rent was due that the 
tenant is unable to pay rent due to fmancial'impacts r~lated to ·"COVID~ 19~ 

· · (b) For purposes of this Order, "financial impacts~' means a substantial loss of 
household income due to business closure, loss of compensable hours of work or.wages,, 
layoffs, or extraordinary out-of-pocket medical expenses. A financial impact is ~'related 
to COVID-19" if it was caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, the Mayor's ProClamation, 
the Local H~alth Officer's Decl~ratiop. ofLoc.al Health Emergency, or. public health · 
·orders or recon:unended guidance related to .COVID..., 1.9 from local, state, or federal 
authorities. 

(c) Within one week of providing notice under subsection (a), the tenant shall 
provide the landlord document\)..tion or other objective~y verifiable inforniation that due to 
financial impacts related to COVID-19, ·the ten~nt is unable to pay rent. If the tenant 
does not provide evidence of financial impacts related to COVID-19,_the landlord ~ay 
attvmpttoprocee4 under Section 37.9(a)(1). · · · 

· (d) This Order sh!llllast for a period of JO d·ays, until the Pn5clB.;mation of Local 
Emergency is terminated, or upon further Order from the Mayor,'whichever occurs 
sooner. The Mayoi· may extend this Order by an additionalper~od of30fdays if 
conditions at that time warrant extension. The Mayor shall provide notice of the 
extension through an Executive Order posted on the Mayor'·s website and delivered to the 
Clerk of the Board of Supervisors. · · 

'(e) Upon expiration or te1mination of this Order,· a tenant who provided the notice 
required under subsection (a) shall have up to six months to pay the rent owed to the 
landlord, before the landlord may recover possession due to those missed rent payments 
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under Section ~·7.9(a)(1). The tenant shall pay the rent ~none month if able to do so; 
however~ if the tenant remains unable to pay th~ rent que to ~he financial impacts related 
to COVID-19, the tenant may provide the. landlord another notice and additional · 
documentation pursuant to subsections (a) and (c) and thereby extend the payment date 
by an additional one month. The tenant may provide additional notices and · 
. documentation each month to further extend the deadline, 'b-ut under no circUmstances . 
shall the landlord be. required to extend the deadline beyond six months after the 
expiration or termination of this Orde]:. At the end of the applicable extension period, if 
th~ tenant still has not paid all outstanding rent, Section 37.9(a)(l) shall apply ..

Notwithstanding any authorization in th~ Administrative Code or 
other City laws to a6cept and expend funds, all donations, grants, gifts and bequests of · 
money to the City fot the pm-pose of responding to the emergency shali be accepted by 
the Controller, ·and expenditures of such funds ~hall be subject to the.Controller's 
direction. Funds accepted by the Controller may be expended by the City to provide · 
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shelter~ food, fmancial assistance mcluding but not limited to loans, grants, or rent, . 
mortgage and utility payments; and other assistance to 'individu_als and families in the . 
City who are impacted by the emergency; to replace, repair, and rebuild public buildings, 
infrastructure, and other assets for use iri the City's efforts to respond·to the emergency; 
to issue and administer grants and/or interest-free loans to small businesses in the City to 
compensate for economic.harms resulting from COVJD-19; and for other City. efforts to 
address the impacts of COVID-19 .. The _Controller may coordinate with or delegate 
responsibility to· any other department or agency to develop criteria for and administer the .
