WHEREAS, All human life is precious, and the targeting of civilians is a violation of
international humanitarian law; and

WHEREAS, Between October 7 and December 4, 2023, armed violence has claimed
the lives of at least 15,000 Palestinians and over 1,200 Israelis, and wounded thousands
more; and

WHEREAS, An estimated 1,700,000 Palestinians have been displaced from Gaza
since October 7, 2023; and

WHEREAS, Hundreds of thousands of lives are at imminent risk in Gaza without a
sustained ceasefire and without massive humanitarian relief; and

WHEREAS, The lives of more than 137 remaining Israeli hostages in Gaza are also at
imminent risk; and

WHEREAS, The United States Government currently provides substantial military
funding to Israel; and

WHEREAS, On October 26, 2023, the United Nations (UN) General Assembly adopted
a resolution calling for an “immediate, durable and sustained humanitarian truce” between
Israeli forces and Hamas militants in Gaza, and various other international humanitarian
organizations have similarly called for a sustained ceasefire; and

WHEREAS, A growing number of cities around the country have called for a ceasefire;
and
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WHEREAS, A growing number of labor unions have recently called for a ceasefire,
including local unions in San Francisco that represent City workers, some of whom are
reporting higher instances of anti-Palestinian racism, Islamophobia, antisemitism, and
xenophobia as they perform their job duties; and

WHEREAS, On November 21, 2023, the Biden Administration announced an
agreement to a four-day pause in hostilities, the release of at least 50 Israeli hostages, and
the release of 150 Palestinian prisoners; and

WHEREAS, On November 24, 2023, the four-day pause in hostilities began, and was
extended two days on November 28, 2023; and

WHEREAS, On November 27, 2023, the UN Secretary General issued a statement
urging that “[t]he dialogue that led to the agreement must continue, resulting in a full
humanitarian ceasefire, for the benefit of the people of Gaza, Israel and the wider region;” and

WHEREAS, The temporary pause ended on December 1, 2023, and was immediately
followed by aerial bombardment and rocket fire; and

WHEREAS, Many San Franciscans have deep connections to Israel, Gaza, and the
region, including family, friends, and loved ones there; and

WHEREAS, Following the brutal attack by Hamas militants on Israelis on October 7,
2023, San Francisco Israelis, Jews and others have experienced, and continue to experience,
shock, trauma, grief, and fear, compounded by rising antisemitism in our nation and our city;
and

WHEREAS, Israel’'s sustained and devastating military assault on Gaza since October
7th has caused San Francisco Palestinians, Muslims and others to experience, and continue
to experience, shock, trauma, grief, and fear, compounded by rising anti-Palestinian racism

and Islamophobia in our nation and our city; and

On behalf of the San Francisco Women's Political Committee (SFWPC), we are writing
in strong support of a resolution calling for an immediate ceasefire in Gaza. As an
organization that champions policies that advance intersectional feminism and racial
justice, we are deeply saddened by the situation in Gaza. We urge the Board of
Supervisors to affirm the values of San Francisco as a city of peace, freedom and love,
and take a firm stand for peace in Gaza.

We mourn the deaths of the 1,400 Israelis at the hands of Hamas, and we fear for the
lives of the hostages. However, the atrocities committed on October 7th do not
provide moral cover for the genocide of Palestinians in Gaza by the Israeli army. We
call for the return of all the Israeli hostages, the end of the bombing and for the
coordinated entry of humanitarian aid in Gaza, as well as for the U.S. government to
stop enabling the genocide of Palestinians through military aid and unconditional
support to the Israeli government. We believe that it is the duty of San Francisco to
join other cities and counties all over the country and call for the Federal government
to stop funding the war in Gaza.

International organizations have warned that the escalation of the conflict is
disproportionately affecting women and newborns, as they represent 67% of the
casualties in the Gaza Strip. The World Health Organization (WHO) has published

that 420 children have been killed or injured every day since the beginning of the
bombings'. Recently, the WHO disclosed that a child is killed or injured every 10
minutes in Gaza. The United Nations have reported that if no ceasefire is achieved,
these numbers will continue to rise. We are heartbroken thinking of the conditions
that women, children, and families are living under the siege of the Palestinian
territory, and we condemn the resulting large-scale humanitarian and health crisis
that mainly affects civilians. Not only are they under the constant threat of bombings
and hunger due to the siege, but the risk of gender-based violence is heightened, as
highlighted by multiple reports from the UN Women’s Rapid Assessment and
Humanitarian Response in Palestine’.

We cautiously celebrated the temporary ceasefire, and we are disappointed in the
resumption of violence. We want to reiterate what we ALL know: temporary solutions
are not enough to bring long-term peace and stability. We fully understand that the
situation is complex. However, we are convinced that a long-term ceasefire on all
sides is the first step to achieving peace, as well as any sustainable solution for both
Israelis and Palestinians. It is also essential to call for peace at a time of rising
antisemitism and Islamophobia in our own country, and show our commitment to the
safety of both our Jewish and Muslim neighbors. Many organizations, as well as
millions of protesters in the United States, have now called Congress and the White
House to demand a ceasefire. It is fime elected officials at every level of government
listen to the calls for peace and take a strong position.

We urge you to support a resolution calling for an immediate ceasefire in Gaza and
humanitarian aid in Gaza. By supporting such a resolution, you will make sure that
our city unequivocally rejects hatred and war, and embodies San Franciscans’ values
of peace and openness.
