Specifically, what costs are 
being reimbursed to the City beyond permitting fees?  What costs incurred by Departments other 
than Municipal Transportation Agency and San Francisco Police Department is being recouped?  
In addition to the required traffic control plan, how else is the City ensuring that major corporations 
allow pedestrian and cyclist access in case of street closures?  And finally does the City evaluate 
increased traffic congestion in downtown areas when permitting street closures on major arterials 
like Howard Street between 3rd and 4th Streets and do we evaluate the cost of that congestion and 
recoup that cost?
