Enactment occurs when the Mayor signs the ordinance, the Mayor returns the
ordinance unsigned or does not sign the ordinance within ten days of receiving it, or the Board
of Supetrvisors overrides the Mayor's veto of the ordinance.

Section 4. Scope of Ordinance. In enacting this ordinance, the Board of Supervisors
intends to amend only those words, phrases, paragraphs, subsections, sections, articles,
numbers, punctuation marks, charts, diagrams, or any other constituent parts of the Municipal
Code that are explicitly shown in this ordinance as additions, deletions, Board amendment
additions, and Board amendment deletions in accordance with the “Note” that appears under

the official title of the ordinance.

Existing Law

On July 30, 2017, a reorganization of Article 7 of the Planning Code will become effective.
Among other things, this reorganization deleted the existing Zoning Control Tables for all the
Neighborhood Commercial and Neighborhood Commercial Transit Districts, renumbered
some Districts, and adopted new Tables.

Amendments to Current Law

This ordinance will adopt a new Zoning Control Table for the Valencia Street Neighborhood
Commercial District.

Background Information

The Article 7 Reorgamzatlon consisted of two interrelated ordinances. One ordinance
reorganized Article 7, revised all the Article 7 Zoning Control Tables to match the format of the
Tables in Article 2, and made technical and substantive amendments to applicable sections in
other Articles to update, correct, clarify, and simplify language. The companion ordinance
deleted all the existing Article 7 Zoning Control Tables, the definitions that were added to
Section 102 in the Article 2 reorganization legislation but temporarily left in Article 7, and other
text that became outdated with the enactment of the Article 2 reorganization legislation.
During the legislative process, the new Zoning Control Table for the Valencia Street
Neighborhood Commercial Transit District was dropped inadvertently but the existing Table
was deleted in the companion ordinance. This ordinance adds the new Zoning Control Table.
