Project; and 

WHEREAS, These Community Project Funding (CPF) awards are administered by the 

United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD); and 

WHEREAS, On March 2, 2023, the San Francisco Recreation and Park Department 

(RPO) received a Letter of Invitation (LOI) from HUD's Community Planning Division notifying 

the RPO of the CPF Grant Award in the amount of $3,000,000 (the "Grant") for the Japantown 

Peace Plaza Renovation Project; and 

WHEREAS, On March 16, 2023, the Recreation and Park Commission adopted
