ABOUT THE YOUTH COMMISSION

Per City Charter Sec. 4.122-4.124, the Youth
Commission is responsible for advising the Mayor
and Board of Supervisors on youth issues in San
Francisco, particularly focusing on unmet needs.

Every budget cycle, the Youth Commission drafts
and adopts Budget and Policy Priorities (BPPs),

which are compiled into a report to the Mayor and
Board of Supervisors, with our recommendations.

This year, the Youth Commission has approved 15
BPPs.
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STRUCTURE

The Youth Commission has 3 Committees focusing on specific issue areas and
one Executive Committee responsible for the functioning of the Commission.

Each issue-based Committee individually drafts BPPs, which are then reviewed
and voted on by the full Commission.
