14 $57,920.05 paid directly to Lovett; b) $250,000 paid to NASCa Assignments, Ltd. to fund the

15 purchase of an annuity for the benefit of Lovett; c) $657,937.37 paid directly to Anton for

16 attorney's fees and costs; and d) $250,000 paid to NASCa Assignments, Ltd. to fund the

17 purchase of an annuity for the benefit of Anton..

18 Section 2. The City Attorney is authorized to enter into a Non-Qualified Assignment

19 I Agreement with NASCO Assignments, Ltd. whereby NASCa will purchase the annuities
I

20 described in Section 1(b) and 1(d) and assume all obligations and liabilities related to periodic

21 payments to Lovett and Anton.
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1 Section 3. The above-named action was filed in San Francisco Superior Court on

2 October 12, 2000, Case No. 415266. The following parties were named in the lawsuit: City
