WHEREAS, For the past two years as a Deputy City Attorney on the Energy and
Telecommunications Team, Mr. Campos has represented the City and County of San
Francisco in a number of significant matters, including (i} the City's lawsuit against PG&E
Corporation to recover $5 billion in ili-gotten profits that the company took from the utility and
its ratepayers, (ii) the City’s lawsuit against energy companies for market manipulation and
price-gouging that cost California consumers tens of billions in excess energy costs, (jii) the
City’s battle with PG&E to preserve the City’s right to serve electricity to the San Francisco
Ferry Building, and (iv) the PG&E bankruptcy case; and,
