I WHEREAS, The pilot program to be established with this grant will demonstrate not

Ionly real-time detection of suspicious or prohibited behaviors, but also the useful integration of

Ithat detection into the procedures and workflow of the Aviation Security unit; and,

WHEREAS, The system will automatically generate alerts based upon violations, log

ach event and enable Security Operations Center monitors to replay all violations for forensic

earch and analysis; and,
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1 WHEREAS, The project will also test the alert delivery mechanisms and report

2 generation capabilities; and,

3 WHEREAS, The Airport Commission proposes to maximize use of available grant

4 funds on program expenditures by not including indirect costs in the grant budget; now,

5 therefore, be it

6 RESOLVED, Pursuant to San Francisco Administrative Code

7 10.170-1, the Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Airport Commission to accept

8 and expend funds awarded in this grant; and be it
