WHEREAS, GAl's publication of the groundbreaking book “Living The Spirit”, which is
an anthology: of writings by and about gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender peoples of
Native descent, has been a source of inspiration, affirmation and pride for Two
Spirit People”; and

WHEREAS, The Board of Directors of GAl organized the American Indian AIDS
Institute (AIAI) which is the first Native American HIV/AIDS education and prevention
program in San Francisco designed to also served the cultural and spiritual needs of the
Native-American community in the Bay Area; and

WHEREAS, Other similar local and national Native-American HIV/AIDS organizations
have modeled their programs after AlAl; and

WHEREAS, GAl truly and firmly believes that empowerment begins with the restoration
of the cultural, historical and spiritual legacy of the Two Spirit People; and

WHEREAS, GAI firmly supports the basic concept of the dignity of human rights for all

peoples and mutual respect for all people based; now therefore be it
