WHEREAS, Due to the deinstitutionalization of severely mentally

ill individuals that occurred in the 1970, many mentally ill peoplc

now remain untreated, resulting in impaired functioning, poverty,

homelessness and self-medication with alcohol and controlled

substances; and,

WHEREAS, These behaviors often necessitate police intervention

resulting in incarceration; and,

WHEREAS, The State Board of Corrections has made available

funding, through Mentally III Offender Crime Reduction grants, for

development of programs designed to address the needs of mentally ill

offenders during incarceration and upon release; and,

WHEREAS, The State requires that the Board of Supervisors

authorize the Sheriff to apply for, accept and expend such funding,

including indirect costs, assisted by a Strategy Committee consisting

of mental health professionals and representatives from affected City

and criminal justice agencies; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors of the City and County

of San Francisco authorizes Sheriff Michael Hennessey to apply for,

accept and expend $ 62,100 of MIOCR funding for the purpose of
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updating a comprehensive plan to address the treatment of mentally

ill offenders while in custody and after release; and be it
