WHEREAS, the Shoulder Tap is a common method by underage minors
to solicit strangers in front of ABC licensed premises where the
minor requests an adult to purchase and furnish them with an
alcoholic beverage; and,

WHEREAS, the grant terms prohibit including indirect costs in
the grant budget; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the Chief of Police of the City and County of San
Francisco is authorized on behalf of the City and County of San
Francisco to accept and expend funding for this project from ABC; and
be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors hereby waives

inclusion of indirect costs in the grant budget; and be it
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FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chief of Police of the City and
County of San Francisco is authorized to execute on behalf of the
City and County of San Francisco the necessary Grant Award Agreement
for this project including and augmentations from ABC, extensions and
amendments thereof; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, That it is agreed that any liability arising
out of the performance of this Grant Award Agreement, including civil
court actions for damages, shall be the responsibility of the grantee
and the authorizing agency; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that grant funds received hereunder shall not

be used to supplant expenditures controlled by this body.
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Resolution authorizing the Chief of Police for the City and County of San Francisco to retroactively
accept and expend a grant in the amount of $20,000 from the California Department of Alcoholic
Beverage Control for a project entitled the Decoy Shoulder Tap Program.
