02-079 on August 6, 2002, found that the acquisition by eminent domain of the real property

at Keith Street and LeConte Avenue, situated on Block 5474, Lot 24, and adjacent portions of

Keith Street and LeConte Avenue, in the City and County of San Francisco ("the Property") is

necessary for construction of a substation for the Third Street Light Rail Project, and that

failure to acquire the Property and construct the substation would substantially impair the

performance of the light rail vehicles along the Third Street Corridor; and,

WHEREAS, Section 1245.235 of the Code of Civil Procedure requires that a public

hearing be held by the full Board of Supervisors to make a finding that there is or is not a

public interest and necessity for the City and County of San Francisco to acquire the real

property at Keith Street and LeConte Avenue, situated on Block 5474, Lot 24, and adjacent

portions of Keith Street and LeConte Avenue, in the City and County of San Francisco for

construction of a substation for the Third Street Light Rail Project, that the Project's substation

is planned and located in a manner that will be most compatible with the greatest public good

and the least private injury, that the property to be acquired is necessary for the project and

construction of a substation for the Third Street Light Rail Project.
