WHEREAS, A Final Environmental Impact Report, including a Statement of Overriding
Considerations and a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program, was adopted by the |

SFPUC on August 12, 2014 by Resolution No. 14-0127; and

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WHEREAS, The Association of Bay Area Governments (ABAG) applied for a
Proposition 84 Integrated Regional Water Management Program Grant from the State of
California, Department of Water Resources (DWR) to help fund the impleméntation and
operation of 19 local, subregional, and regional water conservation, water recycling,
ecosystem resforgtion, greén infrastructure, and flood management-watershed projects to bé

WHEREAS, DWR awarded ABAG a grant of $20,000,000 in State funds, requiring an
estimated $14,428,997 in agency matching funds; and each of the participating agencies is
responsible for the cost-share match of at least 25% required under the DWR agreement with

'WHEREAS, DWR and ABAG have entered into Grant Agreement No. 4600010575;
whereby Stafe grant funds will be disbursed by DWR to ABAG, the fiscal ageint for the grant
funds, on a reimbursement basis; and |

WHEREAS, The State permits ABAG to disburse State grant funds to participating
agencies; and |

WHEREAS, ABAG wishes to pass State grant funds through to the SFPUC fo use for
the implementation of the Project to carry out the purposes of the State grant; and

WHEREAS, The SFPUC desires to receive State. Grant fuhds, and is willing to
cooperate in fulfilling ABAG’s obligations under the State grant requirements; and

WHEREAS, On November 12, 2014, the SFPUC approved Resolution No. 14-0184
approving a grant implementatioh agreement Betweeh the SFPUC and ABAG, in which ABAG
agrees to disburse the grant funds to the SFPUC for implementation of the Project in

San Mateo County, on a reimbursement basis.

e Under Phase 1A of the Project, five groundwater wells will be constructed in Daly City,
Colma and South San Francisco. Work in Phase 1A consists of well drilling (to
approximately 550 to 750 feet deep), construction, development and pump testing.

Fiscal Impact

e The estimated cost of Phase 1A for the purpose of the grant agreement between the 4
SFPUC and DWR is $3,452,261, of which $1,400,000 will be provided through grant

City Charter Section 9.105 states that amendments to the Annual Appropriations Ordinance,
after the Controller certifies the availability of funds, are subject to Board of Supervisors
approval by ordinance. ' '

Background

On behalf of numerous local public agencies, including the San Francisco Public Utilities
Commission (SFPUC), the Association of Bay Area Governments (ABAG) applied for a
Proposition 84 Integrated Regional Water Management Program Grant from the State of
California, Department of Water Resources {DWR). The purpose of the grant is to help fund the
implementation and operation of 19 local, subregional and regional water conservation, water
recycling, ecosystem restoration, green infrastructure, and flood management-watershed
projects to be carried out by the participating agencies.

The State Department of Water Resources (DWR) awarded ABAG a grant of $20;000,000, and
required that an estimated $14,428,997 in agency matching funds be committed. Grant funds
will be disbursed by DWR to ABAG, the fiscal agent of the grant, on a reimbursement basis.

Under a grant agreement between ABAG and the SFPUC, ABAG will disburse the funds to the
SFPUC for implementation of the Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project Phase 1A
— South Westside Basin, Northern San Mateo County, also on a reimbursement basis. Under
Phase 1A of the Project, five groundwater wells will be constructed in Daly City, Colma and
South San Francisco. Work in Phase 1A consists of well drilling (to approximately 550 to 750
feet deep), construction, development and pump testing.

The Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project is part of the SFPUC’s Water System
Improvement Program (WSIP). The goal of the program is to develop local groundwater supply
for use during drought conditions. When completed and operational, the Project will store up
to 60,500 acre-feet of water in the South Westside Groundwater Basin, a capacity that would
provide approximately 7.5 years of dry-year supply. ’

DETAILS OF PROPOSED LEGISLATION

The proposed resolution (File 14-1212) authorizes the San Francisco Public Utilities Commission
(SFPUC) to accept and expend a grant in the amount of $1,400,000 from the California
Department of Water Resources for the Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project
Phase 1A - South Westside Groundwater Basin, Northern San Mateo County.

The proposed ordinance (File 14-1211) de-appropriates $1,400,000 in existing Water System
Improvement Program Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project funds previously
appropriated by the Board of Supervisors, and re-appropriates the funds to the Water System

The Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project budget is $113,580,000, as shown in
the table below, and is funded by Water Revenue Bonds, previously appropriated by the Board
of Supervisors.

The proposed $1,400,000 State Department of Water Resources grant will free up existing
water revenue bond proceeds previously appropriated by the Board of Supervisors for Regional -
Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project funds, which will be re-appropriated to the Water
System Improvement Program Bond/Commercial Paper expense. According to Mr. Carlos
Jacobo of the PUC, before the re-appropriated funds can be expended on another project, the
Board of Supervisors will need to approve a supplemental appropriation.

The proposed $1,400,000 grant requires matching funds of $2,022,261. These matching funds
of water revenue bonds were previously appropriated by the Board of Supervisors and are
included in the Regional Groundwater Storage and Recovery Project budget, as shown in the
table above. '

WHEREAS, San Francisco Public Utilities Commission (SFPUC) staff have developed a
project description under the Water System Improvement Program (WSIP) for the improvements
to the regional water supply system, otherwise known as Project No. CUW30103, Regional
Groundwater Storage and Recovery; and

WHEREAS, The primary objective of the Project is to provide an additional dry-year
regional water supply. Speci_ﬁc objectives of the Project are to:

. Conjunctively manage the South Westside Groundwater Basin through the
coordinated use of SFPUC surface water and groundwater pumped by the Daly
City, San Bruno, and California Water Service Company (“Participating
Pumpers”™);

. Provide supplemental SFPUC surface water to the Participating Pumpers in
normal and wet years, resulting in a corresponding reduction of groundwater
pumping, which then allows for in-lieu recharge of the South Westside
Groundwater Basin; -

. Increase the dry-year and emergency pumping capacity of the South Westside

WHEREAS, This Commission has reviewed and considered the information contained in
the FEIR, all written and oral information provided by the Planning Department, the public,
relevant public agencies, SFPUC and other experts and the administrative files for the Project

WHEREAS, A Final Programmatic EIR (PEIR) was prepared for the WSIP and oertxﬁed
by the Planning Commission on October 30, 2008 by Motmn No. 17734; and

WHEREAS, Thereafter, the SFPUC approved the WSIP and adopted findings and a
MMRP as required by CEQA on October 30, 2008 by Resolution No. 08-0200; and

WHEREAS, The FEIR prepared for the Progect is tiered from the PEIR, as authorized by
and in accordance with CEQA; and

WHEREAS, The PEIR has been made available for review by the SFPUC and the public,
and is part of the record before this Commission; and -

WHEREAS, The SFPUC staff will comply with Government Code Section 7260 et seq.
statutory procedures for possible acquisition of interests (temporary or permanent) in the
following real property in San Mateo County (1) Assessor's Parcel # 002-410-050 in Daly City,

WHEREAS, The Project includes work located on the property of the City of South San
Francisco, Town of Colma, Lake Merced Golf Club, Jefferson Elementary School District and
the Participating Pumpers, -and SFPUC staff may seek to enter into Memoranda of Agreement
("MOAs") with these entities, addressing such matters as (a) SFPUC's commitments to restore or
replace, pursuant to agreed specifications, certain improvements owned by the respective
entities, (b) cooperative procedures and fees relating to local permits, if any, inspections, and
communications to the public concerning Project construction, (¢) the form of necessary
encroachment permits or other property agreements for Project construction, and (d) the parties’
respective indemnification and insurance obligations; and
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WHEREAS, The Project will require Board of Supervisors approval of Mitigation
Agreements with irrigators overlying the South Westside Basin under Charter section 9.118; and

WHEREAS, The Project requires the General Manager to negotiate and execute an
Operating Agreement with the Participating Pumpers, and related agreements to carry out the
Operating Agreement . The Operating Agreement to be negotiated and executed is substantially
in the form attached to this Resolution as Aftachment C; and :

WHEREAS, The Project MMRP requires the SFPUC to negotiate and execute Mitigation
Agreements with Cypress Lawn Memorial Park Cemetery; Eternal Home Cemetery; Hills of
Eternity/Home of Peace/Salem Cemeteries; Holy Cross Catholic Cemetery; Italian Cemetery;
Olivet Cemetery; and Woodlawn Cemetery in Colma, and the California Golf Club in South San
- Francisco. The Mitigation Agreements to be negotiated and executed are substantially in the
form attached to this Resolution as Attachment D; and

WHEREAS, The Project MMRP requires the SFPUC to 1) negotiate and execute an
amendment to the 2009 Water Supply Agreement (WSA) with the SFPUC's wholesale water
customers regarding delivery of replacement water from the Regional Water System as an
interim mitigation action to irrigators overlying the South Westside Basin; and 2) negotiate and
execute a wheeling agreement with California Water Service Company for delivery of
replacement water to irrigators overlying the South Wests1de Basin as an interim mitigation
action; and

WHEREAS, Implementation of the Project mitigation measures will involve consultation
with, or required approvals by, state regulatory agencies, including but not limited to the
following: California Department of Health, San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control
Board, State Water Resources Control Board, Bay Area Air Quality Management District, State
Historic Preservation Officer, and California Department of Fish and Game; and

WHEREAS, The Project may require the SFPUC General Manager to apply for and

THIS GRANT AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the Department of Water Resources of the State of -
Caiiforniq, herein referred o as the "State" or DWR and the Association of Bay Area Governments, a public
agency, in the State of California, duly organized, existing, and acting pursuant to the laws thereof, herein
referred to as the "Grantee", which parties do hereby agree as follows:

TERM OF GRANT AGREEMENT. The term of this Grant Agreement begins on the date this Grant Agreement is

Grant Agreement are fully satisfied, whichever occurs earlier, Execution date is the date the State signs this

Grant Agreement indicated on page 9.

TOTAL PROJECT COST. The reasonable Total Cost of the Projects is estimated to be $52,951,468.00.

GRANT AMOUNT. The maximum amount payable by the State under this Agreement shall not exceed
$20,000,000.00. Of this grant amount, not less than $700,000.00 shall be expended to projects that benefit
the critical water supply or water quality needs of disadvantaged communities (DAC) in the IRWM region.

GRANTEE COST SHARE, Crantee agrees to fund the difference between the Total Project Cost, and the
Grant Amount (amount specified in Paragraph 4). Cost Share consists of Funding Match and Additional
Cost Share, as documented in Exhibif B (Budget).

3) A monitoring plan as required by Paragraph 21, “Project Monitoring Plan Requirements.”

DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS. State will disburse to Grantee the amount approved, subject to the availabiiity of
funds through normal State processes. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Grant Agreement, no
disbursement shall be required at any time or in any manner which is in violation of, or in conffict with,
federal or state laws, rules, or regulations, or which may require any rebates to the federal government, or
any loss of tax-free status on state bonds, pursuant to any federal statute or regulation.

Reasonable administrative expenses may be included as Total Project Costs and will depend on the
complexity of the project preparation, planning, coordination, construction, acquisitions, and
implementation. Reimbursable administrative expenses are the necessary costs incidentally but directly
related to the projects including the portion of overhead and administrative expenses that are directly
related to the projects included in this Agreement in accordance with the standard accounting practices
of the Grantee. Work performed on the projects after February 4, 2014 shall be eligible for reimbursement.

Costs that are not eligible for reimbursement with State funds cannot be counted as Funding Match. Costs
that are not eligible for reimbursement include, but are not limited fo the following items:

Payment of principal or interest of existing indebtedness or any interest payments uniess the debt is
incurred after execution of this Grant Agreement, the State agrees in writing to the eligibility of the
costs for relmbursement before the debt Is incurred, and the purposes for which the debt is incured
are otherwise eligible costs. However, this will only be allowed as Grcnfee cost share (i.e., Funding
Match).

Overhead not directly related to project costs.

Grantee shall provide
copies of permits and approvals to State,

RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES. Grantee is solely responsible for design, construction, and operation and
maintenance of projects within the work plan. Review or approval of plans, specifications, bid documents,
or other construction documenis by State is solely for the purpose of proper administration of funds by State
and shall not be deemed to relieve or restrict responsibilities of Grantee under this Grant Agreement.

. LABOR COMPLIANCE. Grantee agrees to.comply with all applicable California Labor Code requirements,

and Standard Condition D.28 in Exhibit D. Grantee must, independently or through a third party, adopt and
enforce a Department of Industrial Relations-certified Labor Compliance Program (LCP) meeting the
requirements of Labor Code sectlon 1771.5 for projects funded by:

a) Proposition 84(Safe Drihking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal
Protection Bond Act of 2004; PRC sections 75075 et seq.) or-

The Proposition 84 Round 2 Implementation agreement awards funding for 20 projects located within the San
Francisco Bay Ared IRWM region.

Project 1: Bay Ared Regional Water Conservation and Education Program

The Reglonal Water Conservation and Education Program is a program that is implemented by 12 Bay Area
agencies. The IRWM Round 2 Implementation funding will expand the implementation of existing water
conservation practices in the Bay Areq, resulting in reduced potable water use and improve the existing Bay
" Area regional water conservatfion initiative. A suite of program elements will promote high-efficiency
technologies and best water conservation practices that improve indoor and outdoor water use efficiency
throughout the San Francisco Bay Area. The specific program elements that will result in quantifiable and
sustainable water savings include:

Element 1-1: High-Efficiency Toilet Rebates
This project element includes the installation of approximately 2,300 high efﬂcnency toilets {HETs) and a fotal
potable water savings of approximately 834 acre-feet {AF) over the lifespan of the fixtures.

Element 1-2: High-Efficiency Washer Rebates
This project element provides a dual benefit by approximately reducing energy costs by more than a third and
water costs by more than half. This DTOJeCT element installs approximately 5,750 high-efficiency clothes washers
(HEW), resulting in an estimated water savings of over 769 AF over approximately a 10-year lifespan of the
appliance,

Element 1-3: Water-Efficient Sustainable Landscape Education Program

This project element provides practical fraining and education programs to landscape professionals and home
gardeners throughout the Bay Area. This project element may include topics such as the importance of soil
health, mulch and compost to improve water retention and the use of sheet mulching to replace water-thirsty
turf with climate appropriate plants, The goal of this program is to conduct approximately 20 home gardener
events and approximately 10 professional training courses, and leverage electronic media, to reach
approximately 20,000 consumers with messages about how to reduce water use in their yards and gardens.

Element 1-4: Water£fficient Landscape and Weather-Based Irigation Conftroller Rebate

This project element promotes environmental sustainability and improve environmental stewardship by
reducing potable water use, reducing carbon emissions from mechanized gardening, and reducing the-
amount of fertiiizer, herbicide and pesticide laden water runoff into local streams. The first component of this
project element is the Water-Efficient Landscape Rebate Program. This project element component replaces
approximately 1.3 million square feet of lawn with water-efficient landscaping by providing rebates based for
each square foot of lawn converted. This project element component results In an estimated 1,060 AF of
potable water savings over an approximate 10-year period. The second component of this project element is
the Weather-Based Irrigation Controllers Rebate Program. This component provides incentives to replace
existing infgation controllers with new efficient equipment. The new controllers automatically adjust watering
times based on local weather conditions and plant types. This component results in the installation of
approximately 3,145 single-family residence weather ~based iirigation controllers and approximately 4,200
commercial, industrial, and/or institutional weather-based imigation controllers to achleve a water savings of an
estimated 550 AF over the approximate 10-year lifespan of the equipment.

Element 1-5: Large Landscape Irrigation System Retrofit Program

This project element improves imigation efficiency, instdlls appropriate plantings, and improves landscape uses
at large landscape sites. It refrofits at least one large landscape site with new imigation, controllers, plantings,
and educdationdl signage. This project element results in @ water savings of approximately 12 AF per year, and
approximately 240 AF over the approximate 20-year lifespan of the project.
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Element 1-6: Home Water Reports

This project element encourages water savings by providing customers with individualized water use reports
and water scores with a comparison to other homes or businesses with similar characteristics and
demographics. Customers will register on-line to receive water use reports, which will include customized water
saving recommendations. This project's goals are to send an estimated 230,000 single-family home reporis with
approximately 101,500 completed within the first year. These reports are anticipated to result in potable water
savings of approximately 768 AF each year with savings of approximately 4,610 AF over the cpprommate é-year
implementation of the program.

Element 1-7: Water Conservation and Mobile Water Lab Project

This project element conducts approximately 48 agricultural irrigation efficiency evaluations to provide
recommendations on irrigation system and scheduling improvements to conserve water, These evaluations will
" be conducted for agricultural producers in the Sonoma Creek, Petaluma River, and Napa River watersheds. Up
to two workshops will be held to encourage the sharing of valuable technology and information and to assist
growers in obtaining funds to implement irrigation improvement recommendations. This project element
estimates approximately 44 AF of water savings per year, with approximately 442 AF of savings over the
approximate 20-year lifespan of implemented irnigation improvements.

Task 1: Direct Project Administration ~Budget Category (a)

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Project 13: Roseview Heights Infrastructure Upgrades for Water Supply and Quality Improvement

Project

The Roseview Heights Infrastructure Upgrades for Water Supply and Qudiity Improvement Project involves
replacing two aging redwood water tanks {a 70,000 gallon tank and a 10,000 gallon tank) with two bolted steel
tanks (165,000 gallons and 50,000 gallons, respectively). The project also includes replacement of a galvanized
water line with a high-density polyethylene {HDPE) water main and installation of an additional fire hydrant. The
project will allow either tank fo be taken offline for maintenance, while allowing for uninterrupted water supply
delivery. The project inciudes multiple construction phases in order o maintain water supply and fire »
suppression capability during construction.

By eliminating the leaks associated with the old redwood tanks, the project will result in approximately 25%
water savings throughout the entire system, an anhual savings of approximately 3 miliion galions/year. Energy -
savings will dlso be realized, as 25% less water willhave o be pumped. Fire suppression capability will be
enhanced with the increase in available stored water, increase in the water main size for fire flow, and the
added fire hydrant. Additionally, smaller quantities of treatment chemicdls will be required to store and
distribute water supplies compared to existing conditions. Water quality will improve due to less debris in the
water, and chlorine residuals will be easier to maintain at the furthest ends of the water system with the
replacement of the redwood water tanks.

ACCOUNTING AND DEPOSIT OF FUNDING DISBURSEMENT:

a} Separate Accounting of Funding Disbursements and Interest Records: Grantee shall account for the
money disbursed pursuant o this Grant Agreement separately from all other Grantee funds.
Grantee shall maintain audit and accounting procedures thatl are in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles and practices, consistently applied. Grantee shall keep complete
and accurate records of all receipts, disbursements, and interest earned on expenditures of such
funds. Grantee shall require its contractors or subcontractors to maintain books, records, ahd other
documents pertinent to their work in accordance with generally accepted accounfing principles .
and practices. Records are subject to inspection by State at any and all reasonable fimes.

b) Fscal Management Systems and Accounting Standards: The Grantee agrees that, at a minimum, ifs
fiscal control and accounting procedures will be sufficient to permit fracing of grant funds to alevel
of expenditure adequate to establish that such funds have not been used in violation of state law or
this Grant Agreement.

c) Disposition of Money Disbursed: All money disbursed pursuant to this Grcnt Agreement shall be
deposited, administered, and accounted for pursuant to the provisions of applicable law.

d) Remittance of Unexpended Funds: Grantee shall remit fo State any unexpended funds that were
disbursed to Grantee under this Grant Agreement and were not used to pay Eligible Project Costs
within a period of sixty (60} calendar days from the final disbursement from State to Grantee of funds
or, within thirty (30) calendar days of the expiration of the Grant Agreement, whichever comes first,

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF CREDIT: Grantee shall include appropriate acknowledgement of credit fo the

‘State and to all cost-sharing partners for their support when promoting the Projects or using any data
. and/or information developed under this Grant Agreement. During construction of each project,

Grantee’shall install a sign at a prominent location, which shall include a statement that the project is
financed under the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal
Protection Bond Act of 2004, administered by State of California, Department of Water Resources.
Grantee shall notify State that the sign has been erected by providing them with a site map with the
sign location noted and a photograph of the sign.

AIR OR WATER POLLUTION VIOLATION: Under State laws, the Grantee shcll not be: (1} in violation of any
order or resolution not subject to review promulgated by the State Air Resources Board or an air

APPROVAL: This Agreement is of no force or effect unti signed by all parties to the agreement. Grantee
may not submit invoices or receive payment until all required signatures have been obtained.

AUDITS: State reserves the right o conduct an audit at any lime between the execution of this Grant
Agreement and the completion of Projects, with the costs of such audit borne by State. After
completion of the Projects, State may require Grantee to conduct a final audit fo State's specifications,
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at Grantee's expense, such audit to be conducted by and a report prepared by an independent
Certified Public Accountant. Failure or refusal by Grantee to comply with {his provision shafl be
considered a breach of this Grant Agreement, and State may elect to pursue any remedies provided in
Paragraph 14 or take any other action it deems necessary to protect ifs interests.

Pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, the Grantee shall be subject to the examination and
audit by the State for a period of three years after final payment under this Grant Agreement with
respect to all matters connected with this Grant Agreement, including but not limited to, the cost of
administering this Grant Agreement. All records of Grantee or its contractor or subbcontractors shall be
preserved for this purpose for at least three (3) years after project completion or final billing, whichever
comes later,

BUDGET CONTINGENCY: If the Budget Act of the current year covered under this Grant Agreement does
not appropriate sufficient funds for the Proposition 84 Implementation Grant Program, this Grant
Agreement shall be of no force and effect. This provision shall be construed as a condition precedeht to
the obligation of State to make any payments under this Grant Agreement. In this event, State shall
have no liability o pay any funds whatsoever to Grantee or to furnish any other considerations under
this Grant Agreement and Grantee shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this Grant
Agreement. Nothing in this Grant Agreement shall be construed to provide Grantee with a right of

RETENTION: Notwithstanding any other provision of this Grant Agreement, State shall, for each project,
withhold five percent {5.0%} until January 1, 2016 and ten percent {10.0%), thereatter, of the funds
requested by Grantee for reimbursement of Eligible Costs. Each project in this Grant Agreement will be
eligible to release its respective retention when that project is completed dnd Grantee has met
requirements of Paragraph 19, "Submissions of Reports” as follows: At such fime as the “Project
Completion Report" required under Paragraph 19 is submitted to and approved by State, State shall
disburse the retained funds as to that project to Grantee, except in the case of the last project to be
completed under this Grant Agreement, in which case retention for such project will not be disbursed
until the “Grant Completion Report” is submitied to and approved by State.

Grantee mdy disclose, disseminate and use in whole or in part, any final form data
and information received, collected and developed under this Grant Agreement, subject to
appropriate acknowledgement of credit to State for financial support. Grantee shall not utilize the
materials for any profit-making venture or sell or grant rights to a third party who intends to do so. The
State shall have the right to use any data described in this paragraph for any pubilic purpose.

SEVERABILITY: Should any portion of this Grant Agreement be determined fo be void or unenforceable,
such shall be severed from the whole and the Grant Agreement shall continue as modified.

SUSPENSION OF PAYMENTS: This Grant Agreement may be subject fo suspension of payments or

termination, or both, and Grantee may be subject to debarment if the State determines that:
