(“SFOTEC").

RECITALS

A WHEREAS, The City, acting by and through its Commission, owns and operates the International -
and Domestic Termirals (“Terminal’} at San Francisco Intemational Airport ("Alrport”) and has the power to grant
rights and privileges with respect thereto; and

B. WHEREAS, City owns certain equipment and systems serving the Terminal; and-

C. WHEREAS, SFOTEC represents and warrants that it is qualified to perform the services required
by City as set forth under this Contrac:t and,

C. * WHEREAS, SFOTEC (defined in Article 1) is comprised of Alr Carriers (defned in Amcle 1) asits
members. SFOTEC is alsa the Terminal Company (defined in Article 1) designated by each Air Carrier, under the
Lease & Use Agreement (defined in Aricle 1) or the Airline Operating and Space Permit, to perform those abligations
and responsibilities arising out of the Air Camiers’ use of Joint Use Space (defined in Article 1) and Equipment
{defined in Articie 1) in the International Terminal. As the Terminal Company, SFOTEC assumes all responsibilities,
dufies, and obligations of these Air Carriers, as set forth in the Lease and Use Agreement and Airline Operaiing and
Space Permit, regardmg the Air Carriers’ use of the Jaint Use Space and Equipment in the lntematlonal Terminal;

"E. WHEREAS, SFOTEC desires to obtain from City, and City desires o grant to SFOTEC, the right to
maintain, operate, and use the City-owned equipmert and systems, defined as the "Equipment’, below, on the ferms
and conditions of this Agreement; and

F. WHEREAS, Other portions of the Clty—owned equipment and systems, defined below as the
“Integrated Electronic Systems,” are integrated with the Equipment and/or the Company Property. The parties
anticipate that in certain limited situations, it will be practical and appropriate for SFOTEC to perform, direcily or
through the SFOTEC Vendors or Operators (as defined in Article 1), certain services on the Integrated Electronic
Systems, with the cost thereof to be borne ar shared by City; and

G. . WHEREAS, Commission awarded this contract to SFOTEC on March 20, 2012, pursuant to
Resoiution No. 12-0064, and the Board of Supervisors approved the contract on . pursuant to
Resolutien No. ;and .
