Mr. Rao represents 

the best of our department because of his unmatched diplomacy and charisma, and because of 

his abilities to bring divergent stakeholders to the table, strengthen half-baked implementation plans, 

encourage transparency and accountability from our government partners, and uphold the credibility 

of our agency at all times. For the purpose of this letter, I will focus on three key assets of Mr. Rao: his 

public safety experience, stakeholder management skills and his decorum. 

As the Policy Director of the HRC, Mr. Rao oversees all ofthe HRC's policy positions, and prepares the 

department's reports, press releases, letters of support, and other public documents. In addition, Mr. 

Rao provides strategic advice to the Executive Director and Commissioners as well as a range of our 

city's law enforcement executives on time sensitive and significant matters, including LGBT Violence 

Prevention, African American Community Empowerment, Immigrant Rights and Criminal justice reform. 

Launching the HRC's LGBT Violence Prevention program has been one Mr. Rao's most impactful 

projects at the HRC and it has engaged him in multiple access points on the criminal justice pipeline. In 

2014, in response to a series of vicious attacks towards monolingual transgender women in the Mission 

District, Mr. Rao worked with the San Francisco Police Department (SFPD), District Attorney's Office, 

LGBT Center and other LGBT groups to develop a community needs assessment on violence prevention. 

This report shaped multi-year grant funding for transgender community organizations. Furthermore, this 

report continues to be cited to bring more attention to the violence affecting LGBT communities in San 

Francisco. 

Recognizing the need to build trust between law enforcement and the transgender community, Mr. Rao 

worked with representatives from the SFPD and Sheriff's Department to develop policies on 

Transgender and Gender Identity Cultural Competency. These policies have been instrumental in 

improving the experience of transgender people who come in contact with the criminal justice system.

Mr. Rao also conducted multiple visits to the County jail to meet with incarcerated transgender women 

and to learn from sheriff's deputies about internal procedures. Through this fact finding process as well 

as his interviews with formerly incarcerated transgender women, Mr. Rao showed leadership with the 

Sheriff's Office to institute practices and policies to protect gender fluid prisoners from being mis­

identified and vulnerable to violence. 

Most recently, Mr. Rao has been working with the government and community leaders to evaluate the 

impact of criminal fines and fees, and related debt, on low income and people of color. Mr. Rao has 

developed and represented our agency's policy position on the human rights impact of these fees, as 

well as worked on legislation to eliminate these fees. 

All of the examples I have enumerated above are indicative of the breadth of Mr. Rao's public safety 

work and demonstrate that he has in depth knowledge of San Francisco's criminal justice system. This 

expertise, which expands from arrests to incarceration to reentry would make him effective at listening, 

arbitrating, and speaking in service to the Police Commission. 

In addition to Mr. Rao's fluency in a wide range of public safety issues, he has rigorous attention to 

detail and commitment to publishing only his best work product. As the Policy Director at HRC, he is the 

department's first responder on breaking human rights news and exigent communications. I've 

observed firsthand how he can read about an issue in the morning news, contact key stakeholders 

who've been impacted, review published research and prepare concise nuanced briefing materials relied 

on by city executives. For example, when discriminatory hate speech appeared on Muni buses, Mr. Rao 

worked quickly with colleagues in the San Francisco Municipal Transit Authority, the City Attorney, 

advocates and community members to understand the departmental policies, legal parameters, and the 

rippling human rights impacts. Mr. Rao was the lead on our agency's internal as well as public strategies. 

He held numerous consultations with impacted parties and developed a program that acknowledged the 

hate but, more importantly, lifted up the community understanding and resilience that came from the 

experience. I have no doubt that Mr. Rao will bring this kind of diligence to issues before the Police 

Commission. 

The skills indicated above are enhanced by the care that Mr. Rao gives to relationship building. At the 

Human Rights Commission, we interface with issues that arouse intense passion, value judgements and 

historic trauma. Our department's successful navigation of these challenges has been grounded by Mr. 

Rao's diplomacy and decorum. He treats every community member, city official, advisory committee 

member, public commenter, and colleague with a level of respect that conveys priority. In most 

instances, our agency's position is to maintain neutrality in complex matters, in order to facilitate 

compromise between conflicting parties. Within this confine, Mr. Rao has developt=d a fitting reputation 

as professional who people enjoy working with and, most importantly, makes people feel heard and 

understood. This skillset is evident by the long term relationships Mr. Rao has maintained with various 

stakeholders and how delighted they are when their work intersects with his again. 

It is based on this collection of experiences that I offer to you my conclusion that Mr. Rao would be an 

asset to the San Francisco Police Commission and bring exceptional enthusiasm and insights to you're

COMMUNITY BACKGROUND 
I am a fourth-generation San Franciscan on my mother's side and second generation on my father's side. My late 
father was an immigrant from China via Taiwan and became a public sector civil engineer, first for the Bayview 
Hunters Point Naval Shipyard and subsequently for the majority of his career at the City's Department of Public 
Works, retiring as head of the Structural Section. My maternal grandmother spoke Cantonese and little English so 
I grew up with conversational ability in Cantonese. Whether with my maternal grandparents or parents, dinner 
discussions and activities revolved around community service and civic participation. I attended San Francisco 
public schools in Twin Peaks, Diamond Heights, Noe Valley, and the Sunset. I am a life-long San Francisco 
resident (Twin Peaks area from age 3 - District 8), save a few years during college and graduate school. As a 
child born at the end of the Baby Boom generation, I grew up in the 1960s and 1970s before San Francisco was 
thought of as political districts and had the benefit of considering all neighborhoods as part of my community. 
Since adulthood, I have continuously served on boards of academic institutions or community-based 
organizations. 

BUSINESS AND/OR PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE 
I joined the California Department of Insurance in 2001 and am currently a senior staff counsel charged with 
prosecuting enforcement cases among my regulatory duties.

I appeared on New California Media 
(now New America Media), a public television news roundtable for California's ethnic news community, and served 
as a guest host for "Voice of the Neighborhood," a political radio talk show targeted to the Bay Area Cantonese­
speaking community. I have also served as a legislative aide and advisor to members of the San Francisco Board 
of Supervisors.

My qualifications to represent the various and diverse communities of San Francisco come from the deep passfan for the betterment of San Francisco that was instilled in me by my parents, my 
upbringing, and my career. 

My career related qualiftcalions were gained over years of public service. All of the decision I have made, from going to USF Scliool of Law, to interning for civic leaders, to joining the ranks of those 
civil servants looking ta represent San Francisco as an Assistant District Attorney, have prepared me to understand the City and County's communities, the perspectives or its ecleclic body of citizens, 
and Us social justice needs. In addition, this work as an Assistant District Attorney did not follow the traditional steps of a prosecutor from case to courtroom. Starting in the Policy Unit, I worked with City 
Hall and diverse community leaders to help our San Francisco District Attorney's Office (SFDA) better represent the needs of San Francisco. While my time as a San Francisco prosecutor did 
eventually lead me to the courtroom, it did so white winding through as varied and diverse a career path as that Of ourcltizenry. This path Included working hand In hand wilh our San Francisco Unified 
School District to curb truancy and working to develop a system t-0 move low level, non~violent criminal offenses outside or traditional court and Into Iha restorative justice of Neighborhood Court. My 
career as a prosecutor uniquely prepared me for a position on the San Francisco Police Commission because it was a career rooted in policy and working toward social Justice outside of the courtroom, 
and one that allowed me to bring that foundation tnto the courtroom to ensure lhatjusUce for our dlizens, Including those crimlnally accused, was achieved. 

My qualifications lo represent my home town are not, however, only rasume related. My father, George, having emigrated from Jordan to the United Stales and eventualfy San Francisco, went to 
Mission High School, City College of San Francisco, and became a permanent business and property owner. Llvlng in the Mission, the Marina, and West Portal, his upbringing enabled him to 
experience U1e diversity and variety of several neighborhoods in San Francisco and gave him a historical perspective on how the City and County has grown and changed since the 1950s. His pride in 
being a San Franciscan is evident in how him and my mother Liiian raised and nurtured their ramlly. They chose to start their family, with both children, at what was then Children's Hospital on 
California and Cherry Streels. Baptizing their children at St. Peter and Paul's Church in Washington Square Park was also a testament to their ties 10 San Francisco, as this act was performed at the 
same church and by same priest who married them in 1978, and would later marry my slster, Nadine. 

My family's historical perspective, knowledge and pride in being San Franclscao was passed on to me. I have worked and lived in our community, seen San Francisco evolve and change, not only as a 
soclal justice advocate and attorney, but also as an intern, a volunteer, an hourty restaurant worker, and a palron of our city's businesses, muse.urns and culture. t understand, and would continue to 
work to do so, lhe qualil!es necessary to represent the City end County of San Francisco, because I have interacted wilh its communities, police, City leaders, judges, teachers, and students my en life 
life. 



Business and/or professional experience: 
As discussed above, my entire body of professional experience has given me the knowledge necessary to represent our City and County on the San Francisco Police Commission. I 
have worked tirelessly In the service industry, while also engaging In civic activities by Interning In City Hall for then-Mayor Gavin Newsom. I spent time helping one of our City and 
County's greatest fighters advocate for San Francisco, both at home and in Washington D.C., while interning for Congresswoman Nancy Pelosi. I have fought on winning and losing 
campaigns for candidates whom I believed would w01k lo better San Francisco. I have volunteered in our soup kitchens, planted in our Presidio, and learned in our halls of education. 
All of this experience has prepared me for a poslllon on the San Francisco Police Commission. 

I mention these aspects of my professional life first, prior to the largest segment of my career, because I believe lhat this prior experience illustrates my devotion lo the interests of 
San Francisco. Even had I not become an Assistant District Attorney, a Neighborhood Prosecutor. and a truancy reduction advocate, I would have had deep ties to the social justice 
interests of the City and County through my life leading up to my lime at the SFDA. 

That being said, however, my lime as a proseculor for City and County of San Francisco at the San Francisco District Attorney's Office gave me lhe In-depth professional experience 
necessary to recognize the social justice issues our home faces, and the dedication and knowledge to help our police force and community fix those issues. My time al the SFDA took 
me from policy and communications work interacting with community leaders, police, City Hall and City institutions, to Misdemeanor and Felony trial advocacy, and back to the 
community work which I so cherished.

I was born and raised in San Francisco's Western Addition neighborhood, specifically 
Westside Courts Public Housing Complex. In my life I have experienced most of the realities 
that many young people of color have been faced with including being raised for the better part 
of my life by a single mom, being economically disadvantaged, and being raised around those 
who had often times turned to crime and violence to survive. With that said, the community I 
grew up in has had, and, in some cases, still has a difficult relationship with law enforcement as 
some in my community, including myself at times, has had intense interactions with police 
officers. If given the opportunity to serve as a police commissioner, I would love to see 
relationships with the community and police department improve and I would like to make it my 
personal mission to achieve that through intentional programs, partnerships, and initiatives 
between community members, community groups, and the San Francisco Police Department. 

Aside from my experience growing up in an historically marginalized community, I also 
was educated by the San Francisco Unified School District throughout my childhood. With that 
said, I feel I have a unique perspective on the city and my community not only as a native, but 
as a young African-American man. I also empathize with the LGBT community as I am an 
openly gay man, which has led to me also being involved with LGBT advocacy groups, such as 
the Alice 8. Toklas LGBT Democratic Club and the Bayard Rustin Coalition. 

As I grew up, all I could think about is how to make my community better for those I lived 
around and grew up with. My life experience, which mainly empathizes with the youth I work 
with, was my motivation to explore career paths in public service and, thus my desire to want to 
apply to become a San Francisco Police Commissioner. I hope to make a substantial impact 
and bring our Police Department and our fellow San Franciscans from around the city together, 
especially those in historically marginalized communities and more specifically, communities of 
color. 

Business and/or professional experience: 

I currently work for Collective Impact as a Teen Program Lead where I mentor and 
support young adults in the Western Addition and throughout the city. The youth that we serve 
are mainly youth of color from historically marginalized communities and often come from low­
income households. Aside from supporting these youth through our after-school program, I, 
alongside my colleagues, go to different schools throughout the week supporting students in 
reaching their academic, personal, and career goals. Aside from our day-to-day programming 



after and during school hours, we have an in-depth summer program that offers full day 
programming form K-8th graders. The program I directly work with is the Community Safety 
Initiative, which employs over 100 high schooler as well up to 20 transitional aged youth. This 
program splits the youth into different cohorts that are managed each by transitional-aged 
youth. 

The San Francisco Police Department and San Francisco Police Commission has been 
directly involved in not only supporting this program, but also housing cohorts whose projects 
have historically been to improve relations between youth in communities of color and the Police 
Department. This has led to an evolution in police and community relations, especially between 
some historically marginalized populations of youth when it comes down to police and 
community relations. The youth and the officers they have worked with both have historically 
built more positive relationships between each other over 3 different summers starting in the 
summer of 2015. These cohorts of youth are comprised of mainly youth of color, some of which 
have been personally affected by the complexities of police and communities of color. Almost all 
of the youth's perception of the officers changed and vice versa with the officers they had 
worked with. Programs like these does and has built empathy between officers and the youth in 
the communities they served. Youth in the program often report seeing the officers they have 
worked with and say that almost every time, these officers and youth often acknowledge each 
other in a genuine way. 

I hope to not only work with the youth in these programs, but expand them as well so 
that relations between youth from marginalized communities and police officers can improve 
and become rooted in empathy as opposed to apathy.

I am a civil rights and criminal defense attorney based in San Francisco representing individuals 
throughout the Bay Area. I work every day in our courts and criminal justice system and 
understand firsthand the challenges the City is facing in enacting 21st Century policing reforms. I 
believe based on my background and experience, I am prepared to begin working with the 
Commission to enact meaningful reform our police department on day one. My goals on the 
commission are as follows: 

• Implement the recommendations from the Department of Justice Community Oriented 
Policing Services report. 

• Restore trust between our diverse communities and SFPD.

In addition to my daily work within the criminal justice system, I also serve on the Board of 
Governors for the California Attorneys for Criminal Justice, the largest organization of criminal 
defense attorneys in California.

Throughout my career I am also involved in cases that I believe have a broader constitutional 
importance in the legal community, taking on many of these cases pro bono. I was involved in 
the first large-scale federal prosecution of individuals associated with Anonymous, the hacktivist 
group. I have also been heavily involved in opposing the use of rap lyrics in criminal 
prosecutions, an issue with First Amendment and free speech implications. 

The case I fought, along with co-counsel Nick Casper, on behalf of the family of Cecilia Lam, a 
domestic violence victim who was killed by her abuser, is one that I am most proud of in my 
career.

My name is Denise Grab. I am writing to support of the appointment of John 
Hamasaki to the San Francisco Police Commission. I have been a resident of San 
Francisco for over five years, and I am in the fourth generation of my family to live 
in San Francisco. I am an attorney, working in a think tank and advocacy 
organization on environmental and energy law and policy. 

I first met John Hamasaki in 2011, when we began volunteering together through 
the Bar Association of San Francisco's mock trial program. We worked together for 
years coaching students from the Bayview's College Track program, who would be 
the first in their family to attend college. Mock trial is a competition similar to 
speech and debate, where high school students are given a hypothetical criminal 
case file and present a trial of the case before real attorneys and judges. 

John has worked tirelessly over the years to help these high school students develop 
their public speaking skills, critical reasoning, self-confidence, and understanding of 
and appreciation for the justice system. A number of the students have gone on to 
major in policy- and law-related subjects in college, and some have even indicated 
that they plan to attend law school. I am sure that this is in no small part due to 
John's tremendous enthusiasm for the legal system and ability to inspire those 
around him to understand the importance of that system to protect both society at 
large and the rights of individuals.

ADVANCING THE RULE OF LAW 

My name is Jennifer Gaspar, I am the director for special projects at the CEELI Institute in 
Prague, Czech Republic, a continuing education institute for lawyers and judges from around 
the world. I am writing in enthusiastic suppmt of the appointment of John Hamasaki to the 
San Francisco Police Commission. I was a resident and active San Francisco community 
member from 1995-2003. I am a graduate of the Graduate School of Education at the 
University of San Francisco, and I remain a member (in absentia) of Glide Methodist Church. 
While my time living in San Francisco was brief, it remains a dream to return to the City and 
become an active citizen there once more. From 1995-1998, I worked for the California 
Judicial Council's Child Advocacy Training Program. In 1999, I was hired as the program 
director for Rebuilding Together * San Francisco, a nonprofit organization dedicated to 
renovating and improving homes of the city's low income, elderly and disabled residents. 
This work introduced me to the richness and diversity of the city's communities and 
community volunteers who demonstrated a deep love for their hometown and fellow residents 
of all backgrounds. I came to love San Francisco deeply for its diversity and the spirit of its 
residents. Part of this spirit comes from the continuous care and trust between the San 
Francisco's government and its citizens. The San Francisco Police Commission plays an 
integral part in ensuring a trusting and resilient relationship between the City's citizens and 
the police. 

My own personal experience with the impo1tance of trust in systems and faith in police 
protection comes from the other side of the world. I lived in St. Petersburg, Russia from 2003-
2014, where I worked as an adviser to international foundations suppmting human rights 
NGOs in the count1y. I was married to a Russian human rights lawyer and in 2010 we 
adopted a daughter who is now a citizen of both Russia and the United States. In 2014, I 
received depo1tation notice revoking my residency permit on the grounds that the FSB 
(formerly known as KGB) deemed me a threat to Russian national security and constitutional 
order (!1ttp: I !w ww .nytimes,QQm/2014/0 8/06/».'.Qrl c!L~l.!!:Q~russ i.1!::Ql_Qves_:!Q-deport-wife-o f-art 
;lCtivist.html? r0=0). I spent the next few days packing my suitcases after 11 years of peaceful, 
law-abiding life in Russia, and knowing with certainty that there were no systems in the 
country that would protect my rights and keep my family together. I bought a plane ticket 
took our then 5-year old daughter with me to Prague. During my last few days in Russia, I 
lodged an appeal of my depmtation that, in my absence, was appealed all the way to the 
Supreme Comt of the Russian Federation. In each instance, the comts refused to compel the 
FSB to provide any evidence supporting their claim of my threat to national security. My case 
is now in final judgment stage in the European Co mt for Human Rights in Strasbourg 
(Gaspar v. Russia case# 23038/15). My personal experience in Russia and in advocating for 
human rights, gives me a particular perspective on what happens when there is no trust 
between a police and justice system and its people. While my stmy is a dystopian example of 
state impunity, secrecy and political intrigue, it can also be understood as a cautionaiy tale 
about the fundamental need for constant care and dialogue between police and their 
community.

I write this letter in support of the appointment of John Hamasaki to the San Francisco Police 
Commission. I am a civil defense attorney, and earned by law degree from the University of San 
Francisco School of Law. While my office is based in Oakland, I represent clients throughout 
the Bay Area, and generally have multiple active matters at San Francisco Superior Court at any 
given time. 

I have lived in San Francisco since 2000, and I consider the City my lifelong home. I have lived 
in Russian Hill, the Upper Haight, the Western Addition (although I suppose folks now call this 
area "NOPA"), and SoMa. I currently live in northeast Bernal Heights, where my husband and I 
moved in 2012. 

The experience of living in many different neighborhoods has shaped my multi-faceted (and 
perhaps seemingly inconsistent) concerns related to the Police Commission and the San 
Francisco Police Department. On one hand, I feel as though police response in many areas of the 
city is lacking, and there is a disparity regarding the general attention given to certain 
neighborhoods, especially those with a high percentage of rental units or SROs. For example, 
my husband and I lived on 11th Street near Howard for over six years, and were confronted daily 
with quality-of-life issues (including almost weekly car break-ins), which often went 
unaddressed. Once we moved to Bernal Heights, our focus as it relates to police issues shifted 
from a feeling of no police presence to a feeling of targeted police activity, especially following 
our neighborhood's response to the shooting of Alex Nieto. My husband, who is Mexican­
American, and I have concerns about police accountability (or at least the perception thereof) 
and the related concern ofrepairing the SPFD's relationship with people ofcolor. 

It is from this perspective that I confidently recommend John Hamasaki to the San Francisco 
Police Commission. John and I first met in 2005 as first year law students at USF. He seemed 
deeply committed to his adopted home of San Francisco, and I recall visiting him in North 



Beach, where he seemingly knew everyone. Throughout law school, John was a hard worker 
who often respectfully challenged my and other's world views. From early on, John was 
interested in assisting the underrepresented, and his transition to a criminal defense attorney 
seemed natural. We continue to associate socially and professionally, and I have attended 
multiple events he has hosted as Director of the Asian American Bar Association. I was 
particularly impressed at his ability to moderate one particular panel, which included both federal 
prosecutors and public defense attorneys (including Jeff Adachi). John was able to ask questions 
and balance the conversation in such a way that the panel's conflicting viewpoints were 
presented in a productive and non-acrimonious way. 

John, like my husband and I, is deeply concerned about safety and the quality of life in San

I do, however, have some concerns about the citywide force in 
general, particularly given the recent Mario Woods tragedy, which shook my faith in the larger city-wide 
force. I'm also quite concerned about the direction our country has taken since the election. I feel that the 
SFPD will have an incredible challenge in the months and years ahead to try and non-violently deescalate the 
inevitable culture clashes to come. Our country and our city are in pain. I worry that the violence taking 
place in the rest of the country is bound to spread to our beautiful neighborhoods. 

That's where John comes in. John's dedication to truth and transparency will serve the city well. I, for one, 
will feel a little more at ease knowing that John is out there watching the backs of our good cops and helping 
to root out the truth when the picture isn't quite as rosy. I respectfully request that you join me in supporting 
John in his bid for to join the Police Commission.

ecilia Lam made the last call of her life at 5:05 a.m. 

"San Francisco 911 -,"the dispatcher began, but Cecilia, breathless and 

trembling in her apartment bedroom, cut in mid-greeting. 

"Oh my God, my ex-boyfriend, the police have already been called, he just 

broke down my front door ... " 

A loud slam was heard on the line, the sound of her bedroom door crashing 

open. Cecilia screamed. Once, twice, three, four times. 

"Oh my God!" she cried. 

A slap. Then a beep from the phone. Two pops. Silence. 

"Ma'am, what's going on?" the dispatcher asked. "Hello? Hello?" 

On the other end of the line, Cecilia lay crumpled, shot in the head by her 

drunken boyfriend, who immediately turned the gun on himself. The last 

call of her life was the eighth she'd made to 911 in a span of nine hours. 

From the evening of Oct. 9, 2014, to the early morning of Oct. 10, the 35-

year-old woman called repeatedly from the South of Market apartment she 

shared with four roommates, asking for police to protect her from her 

drunken, violent boyfriend, 29-year-old Cedric Young Jr. 

After many of her calls, officers responded and sought to help. But each 

time, they failed to take actions that might have saved her life. 
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A Chronicle examination of the case - based on interviews with Cecilia's 

roommates and family, police reports, 911 recordings and court depositions 

from police officers and other witnesses - reveals a series of questionable 

decisions by law enforcement officers that night. Their actions contributed 

to a fatal breakdown in a system designed to prevent domestic violence 

killings, a system that San Francisco has worked to reform for years.

The events the night of Cecilia's slaying underscore the complexity of 

what's known as intimate partner violence, and the challenges police face in 

intervening. In many domestic violence cases, one of the biggest hurdles to 
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overcome is the state of mind of the victim, who is often intimidated, 

ashamed of being abused and reluctant to reach out to law enforcement. 

But Cecilia called for help. Help came. Three years later, the question that 

remains is why it wasn't enough to save her. It's a question her family has 

pursued, so far unsuccessfully, in court, hoping to force the Police 

Department to re-evaluate how its officers respond to domestic violence. 

The Police Department declined to comment on the case, but officials said 

the city has made significant progress in establishing policies for 

responding to domestic violence calls, and in training officers to recognize 

when a situation may be more dangerous than it seems. 

John Cote, a spokesman for the city attorney's office, said that while 

Cecilia's death was a tragedy, the city was not legally liable. "Ultimately," he 

said, "the responsibility for Cecilia Lam's death lies with the person who 

committed this senseless crime." 

But like the stubborn, spirited "Ceci" they miss every day, the Lam family 

isn't giving up. 

"I would like, and my family would like, for this not to happen to anyone 

else," said Eddie Lam, the victim's younger brother. "We know bad things 

happen to good people every day. But I don't want her to be just another 

number. I want people to understand that this didn't have to happen this 

way. " 
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he night Cecilia died began as many others had in the second-floor 

apartment on the 500 block of Natoma Street in the South of Market 

neighborhood. At about 7 p.m., said Michael Ramirez, one of Cecilia's 

roommates, he returned home to find her and Young in the kitchen 
. 

arguing. 

The couple's turbulent four-year relationship had become consumed by 

Young's alcohol abuse. 

"They were constantly fighting," another roommate, Nikki McKay, recalled. 

"You get home, and they're fighting. She'd come into my room and we'd 

talk about it, and it was always just about nonsense. She wanted to hang 

out with her friends, and he didn't want that. She wanted to go to her 

parents' house, and he would say, 'Why do you have to go to your parents' 

house all the time?"' 

The couple had met in 2010, in a chance encounter at a Walgreens. People 

were drawn to the vivacious young woman, and Young was no exception. 

He approached her and struck up a conversation. He·was tall, handsome 

and, at the time, gentle.

Cecilia called her childhood best friend, Mario Lieras, to announce: "I met a 

boy!" Lieras figured Young was going to be just another fling, but Cecilia 

had told her mother of a desire to settle down. She wanted a family, too. 

Her parents, Joseph and Shut-Fan Lam, emigrated from Hong Kong more 

than three decades ago, when Cecilia was 5 and Eddie was 1. Their daughter 

took on a burden often assigned to the eldest children in first-generation 

American families. She was not only a cultural bridge for her parents, but a 

mother figure to her younger siblings, making sure they experienced the 

American norms so unfamiliar to their mother and father. 

Cecilia was 10 when her brother Sunny was born. She called him her "baby" 

and her "boy." He still jokingly refers to her as his "moms." 

Cecilia had ambitions, but delayed them to put her family first. In 2013, 

though, she returned to school after a long absence, pursuing a degree in 

Asian American studies at San Francisco State University. She hoped to do 

civil rights work, advocating for women and Asian Americans. 

"In her spare time," Lieras chuckled, "she also wanted to cure cancer. She 

wanted to be a little power Asian woman and do all the things." 

Lea Suzuki, The Chronicle 

Young, who went by the nickname Jay, was a San Francisco native who had 

moved to Chicago as a child after his parents divorced. He grew up with 

potential, said his aunt, Victoria Wallace. He was a sweet boy, a nerd at 

heart. Though he tried to fit in and pretended to be "street," he couldn't 

hide his intelligence, she said. An honor student through high school, he 

earned a scholarship to Alabama A&M University in Huntsville. 

But after getting into a fight, he dropped out of college and began running 

afoul of the law. His father, hoping to straighten him out, brought him back 

to California to live with him when he was in his early 20s. 

At some point, Young turned to drugs and alcohol. He was arrested three 

times, twice on suspicion of assault and battery, but was never charged 
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when the victims refused to cooperate. He was in an addiction treatment 

program when he and Cecilia met, but when the two began dating, none of 

that mattered, Wallace said. 

"They were always holding hands, very affectionate," Wallace said. "If they 

were standing, she was right under his arm. You know how you can look at 

a couple and say, 'Wow, they are in love!' That's how it was." 

But not long after Young moved into Cecilia's Natoma Street apartment, his 

violent tendencies resurfaced. He got into fights. He punched holes in the 

walls and broke a door. 

On Valentine's Day 2012, Young got drunk and accused Cecilia of cheating 

on him. Two neighbors from the unit below came upstairs when they heard 

Young tearing up the kitchen. He shoved her twice, pushed one of the 

neighbors and choked the other, according to police reports. 

One neighbor took out a restraining order against Young. But when Cecilia 

filed her own report of the incident the next day, she told officers she didn't 

believe Young had intended to hurt anyone, that she just wanted 

"documentation." None of the victims was willing to pursue the case, and 

although Young was arrested on suspicion off elony assault and domestic 

violence, city prosecutors did not charge him. 

A few weeks before Cecilia's killing, Nikki McKay, whose room shared a 

wall with Cecilia's, heard the couple arguing and what sounded like 

someone choking. Cecilia didn't report any abuse, but soon after the 

incident, Young was gone from the apartment. Cecilia told her relieved 

roommates they had broken up for good. 
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In early October, though, Cecilia informed her roommates Young was 

moving back in. She'd say later that he told her he had been homeless after 

their breakup, that she'd felt bad for him. Her roommates objected, but by 

Oct. 9, 2014, he was back. 

With his father Joseph seated nearby, Eddie Lam, shaded by his brother Sunny, prepares some of his sister Cecilia's favorite 

foods to place at her headstone during a ceremony to celebrate her life. Lea Suzuki, The Chronicle 

year before Cecilia's death, at the behest of District Attorney George 

Gascon, the Riverside County district attorney's office carried out a 

review of San Francisco's domestic violence prosecutions. 

It found that prosecutors couldn't bring charges against some purported 

abusers because of the way police patrol officers responded to domestic 

violence calls. 
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"As a generalization, the patrol level investigations tend to be extremely 

brief and the burden is transferred to the (police) Inspector to conduct a 

more detailed investigation," the Riverside report stated. 

The city had been working to improve its handling of domestic violence 

cases since the October 2000 killing of Claire Tempongko. In the 18 

months before her death, the 28-year-old had called police, filed reports 

and sought protective orders against her abusive boyfriend, Tari Ramirez, 

only to be fatally stabbed by him in front of her two children in her 

Richmond District apartment. 

A commission formed after her death found that almost every aspect of the 

criminal justice system failed her, and the city sought to ensure that such a 

tragedy would not happen again. In some ways, the effort was successful, as 

city and state agencies began collaborating with victim advocates and 

nonprofit prevention groups. Cecilia's killing was the fourth domestic 

violence homicide in the city in four years. 

Today, patrol officers get several days of domestic violence response 

training at the police academy and take a refresher course every two years. 

The department's Special Victims Unit recently began a new type of 

training that allows officers to shadow inspectors to better understand what 

evidence is needed to support criminal charges. 

"I'm a believer in if people understand more why they're doing things, they 

get better at doing it," said police Capt. Una Bailey, who heads the SFPD's 

Special Victims Unit.

In June, the department launched a pilot program out of Bayview Station. 

Patrol officers responding to domestic violence calls ask victims a series of 

specific questions to determine the seriousness of each case and 

immediately put the victims in contact with advocates. 

Such a program may seem commonsense. But for some victims of domestic 

violence, experts say, the psychological effects of the abuse they have 

suffered prevents them from realizing the danger they are in until it's too 

late. 
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In homicides of women in California, domestic violence is the leading cause 

by far. A recently released state report found that at least 80 women were 

killed by domestic abusers in 2016, accounting for 37.6 percent of the 

killings in which the motive was known. For male victims, the figure was 

1.6 percent. 

Across the country, stories like Cecilia's emerge every day: terrified victims 

reaching out to law enforcement for help but still ending up dead at the 

hands of their abusers. 

In Pennsylvania this year, 47-year-old Lisa Menzo Santoro was fatally shot 

by her ex-boyfriend, even after police responded to her home four times in 

the two months leading up to her death. In Utah, 39-year-old Memorez 

Rackley and her 6-year-old son were fatally shot by her ex-boyfriend just 

three days after she called the police on at least two separate occasions to 

report that he had been stalking and threatening her and her children. 

For a crime in which love is a weapon, leaving an abuser can be the most 

dangerous time for a victim, said Beverly Upton, head of the city's 

Domestic Violence Consortium, a network of service agencies coordinating 

to help domestic violence victims - and for police to respond proactively 

instead of reactively could mean the difference between life and death.

ecilia, Young and her roommates lived on the second floor of a three­

flat building, in an alley that was being transformed with stylish 

condos heralding the tech boom. But their 110-year-old building was gray 

and fading, with a broken iron entry gate that led to a short stairwell and 

the front doors of the three units. 
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The middle door opened to a flight of stairs leading up to Cecilia's 

apartment. On the evening of Oct. 9, she stood at the top of those stairs, 

yelling down at Young to leave her alone. After they'd argued, she'd kicked 

him out again. He was banging on the door to the apartment and ringing 

the bell. 

Cecilia was frantic and frightened. "I need you to look at this," she told her 

roommate Michael Ramirez, showing him a pot of spaghetti sauce, 

according to Ramirez's court deposition. "I think Jay may have tried to 

poison me." 

At 8:37 p.m., Cecilia made her first call to 911. 

"My boyfriend and I, we're pretty much fighting right now and I'm asking 

him to leave my home," she told the dispatcher. "And he will not leave .... 

It's starting to escalate." 

Young had been drinking all day, she said, then quickly added, "He's 

actually leaving now." 

"Do you want me to send the police?" the dispatcher asked. 

"No," Cecilia responded. "I think we're OK." 

But by 9:14, she was on the phone to 911 again, and then again at 9:33 p.m., 

describing an "escalating domestic violence issue." Young was back and 

ringing the doorbell, over and over again. 

"I'm getting more scared," Cecilia said in the third call. "I don't know if he's 

going to break in." 
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Ramirez dialed 911 around the same time. "I'm calling to straight up say 

this guy is insane and he's trying to get inside," he reported. 

Dispatchers flagged the incident as a "418 DV," a domestic violence 

dispute. As Lam made her third call to 911, Officers Adam Lobsinger and 

Chhungmeng Tov from Southern Station pulled up to the building. They 

began talking with Young, who had halted his frenzied attempts to get into 

the apartment. 

Lobsinger would write in his report that Young seemed calm and "in good 

spirits." Young told him "it was nothing more than couples arguing." 

"He had a positive tone to him," Lobsinger recalled in a court deposition. 

"We spoke about our barbecue recipes at a certain point." 

As they spoke, Tov later said Cecilia came out of the apartment and 

defended Young, saying, "He's a good guy. He doesn't cause any trouble. 

He just gets this way sometimes." 

But Ramirez believed that Cecilia was deeply frightened. He tried to 

intervene, presenting the pasta sauce to Tov and forcing Cecilia to 

acknowledge she thought it was poisoned. The officer, Ramirez said, "sort 

of did this half shrug. He laughed kind of, kind of did this thing like, 'What 

am I going to do with that?' sort of gesture." 

Tov's report said Cecilia denied that Young had tried to poison her. He said 

she didn't appear ill, so he didn't mention the allegation to his partner. 

Neither officer sought to interview Ramirez at length.

Victims often refuse to speak out against abusers once authorities 

intervene, domestic violence experts say. The Police Department's general 

order on domestic violence states that officers should not be influenced by 

a victim's "initial reluctance regarding an officer-initiated arrest." 

Tovwould later testify that he asked Lam if Young had abused her in the 

past. She mentioned the Valentine's Day incident in which he'd been 

arrested, but said the couple had moved on from it. 

The officers did not run a background check on Young, which would have 

shown them not only that arrest but previous assault arrests, which experts 

said would have raised red flags about his potential for violence. 

Citing the lack of any injury and that Cecilia did not appear frightened, 

neither officer considered the visit a domestic violence call, according to 
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their depositions. By doing so, they did not initiate several steps laid out in 

department policy. They did not offer Cecilia a victim referral card listing 

resources should she need them, nor did they inform her of her right to 

make a citizen's arrest. 

After about 15 minutes on the scene, the officers watched Young walk away 

from the building, then left themselves. 

Young would not be gone for long.

he Cecilia family members and friends knew and loved was unafraid 

to speak up and unwilling to be disrespected or bullied. That's why

after the 2012 incident in which Young was arrested, she called her brother 

Eddie. As she'd done for them so many times before, her brothers came 

together to support her. 

"You've always made the right decisions," Eddie told her. "I trust that you 

will make the right decision now.

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"She always taught me, you never lay your hands on a woman," he said. "I 

was just hoping that Ceci would see for herself.

Young's drug and alcohol use, meanwhile, may have been masking 

untreated mental illness, said his aunt. About a month before the murder­

suicide, he told her: "Aunty, when I am in the house by myself, I hear 

voices." 

Another time, Young told his uncle he saw a figure in a window, making 

faces at him. A few months before his death, he called his father to say he 

had put a pistol in his mouth and was going to shoot himself. 

His family didn't take him seriously at the time, but Wallace now believes 

he was seeking their help. If police had responded more diligently to 

Cecilia's calls that night, she said, maybe he would have gone to jail instead 

of to the coroner. Maybe he would have gotten help. Maybe they'd both still 

be alive. 

"This could have been stopped," she said.

ust 15 minutes after Officers Tov and Lobsinger left Natoma Street, 

Young returned, and Cecilia was back on the phone to 911. It was 

10:01 p.m. 

"I'm having a domestic violence issue that is escalating," Cecilia said. 

The dispatcher recognized her voice. "Your boyfriend's back?" he asked. 

"Yep." 
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McKay, her roommate, had arrived home about 20 minutes earlier. Feeling 

bad for Young, she took him some of his clothes in a garbage bag. But as 

she talked to him through the partially open front door, he tried to force his 
. 

way1n. 

McKay managed to dead-bolt the door. Panicked, Ramirez grabbed a fire 

extinguisher as a possible weapon, and Cecilia ran to the flat's back patio to 

call 911 again. 

"Is this Cecilia?" asked the dispatcher who picked up at 10:09 p.m. 

"He's actually in the cage now," she said in a frightened voice, referring to 

the area inside the iron security gate. "He's trying to open the front door." 

Dispatchers coded the call as both a domestic violence incident and an 

attempted break-in, and upgraded the urgency call from priority B to A- a 

serious crime in progress. Officers Lobsinger and Tov returned a few 

minutes later. Sgt. Steven Haskell, who had been nearby on his regular 

patrol, also responded. 

Tov interviewed Cecilia again. Afterward, Haskell said in his court 

deposition, Tov told him that the most they could do was arrest Young, who 

was drunk, for public intoxication, a misdemeanor that results in a citation 

and a stay of at least four hours in the city's "drunk tank," a jail holding cell. 

Tov didn't mention the poisoning allegations from earlier. 

"The victim wanted nothing done," Haskell said Tov told him. 

Before arresting Young on drunkenness charges, none of the officers 

interviewed Ramirez or McKay. If they had, McKay might have told them 

what she said later in her deposition - that she thought she'd seen a gun in 

Young's waistband that evening. 
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It's unclear where the weapon Young used to kill himself and Cecilia was at 

this point, but such an allegation could have changed the direction of the 

case, according to law enforcement and domestic violence experts. The 

officers might have pursued charges against Young for the attempted 

break-in. They might have offered Cecilia domestic violence victim services, 

or advised her to spend the night elsewhere, or helped her obtain an 

emergency protective order, which would have given them cause to arrest 

Young if he returned yet again. 

Instead, as Young left in the back of a patrol car, Cecilia and her roommates 

went back inside. For the first time since they had all shared the apartment, 

the five roommates sat down together. 

Ceci had been master tenant since about 2006, filling the large flat with an 

ever-changing roster of friends, acquaintances and Craigslist strangers. 

This latest set of roommates got along, but were rarely home at the same 

time. Now, they rallied around Cecilia, making each other drinks in the 

kitchen. 

They took pictures of the pasta sauce for evidence. Cecilia, ever the ham, 

posed next to a container of it, making a silly face. 

"We had a real conversation with Ceci, telling her she had to respect herself 

better than this," McKay said. "I was going to call out of work (the next day) 

and go with her to file a restraining order." 

As her relationship with Young had devolved, so had their apartment. 

Cecilia was in charge of cleaning the shared spaces, but rarely did. The 

walls were yellow from her chain-smoking. After her death, the roommates 

would learn she had stopped paying the utility bills - an uncharacteristic 

act for someone who'd spent much of her life taking care of everyone else. 
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That night, after a few drinks, the roommates talked about redecorating. 

They talked about the future. They went to bed hopeful.

rotocol for public intoxication in San Francisco, as in most cities, is to 

hold suspects and give them time to sober up. Police drove Young 

from Natoma Street to nearby County Jail No. 1 at 425 Seventh St., run by 

San Francisco sheriffs deputies. 

"They are medically evaluated when they come in and are medically 

checked throughout their detention," said Eileen Hirst, chief of staff for the 

Sheriffs Department. "When they are deemed able to take care of 
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themselves and can follow simple instructions, they are released. It's a 

minimum of four hours." 

Cecilia's roommates said Young had texted them that he had consumed a 

bottle of vodka that night. While he was deemed sober enough to leave jail 

about four hours after he arrived, his autopsy report showed he died with a 

blood-alcohol content of 0.16 - double the legal limit for driving.

Cedric Young Jr's toxicology report showed that he died with a blood-alcohol content that was double the Legal Limit for 
driving. From court documents. 

As a matter of policy, deputies would have known only that Young had been 

arrested on suspicion of being drunk in public. They would not have known 

he had been harassing an ex-girlfriend and trying to force his way into her 

home. 

Upton, of the city's Domestic Violence Consortium, said such a gap in 

communication about an arrestee is potentially dangerous. If deputies 

knew such details, Upton said, they could do more to keep the person in 

custody, or provide counseling. 

Instead, Young was released sometime after the mandatory four-hour hold. 

As he stepped out of the jail, he was just three blocks from Cecilia's 
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apartment. By 4 a.m., he stood outside it again, flooding her phone with 

text messages. 

Cedric Young Jr. 

t 4:03 a.m., Cecilia dialed 911 for a sixth time, reporting an 

"escalating domestic violence issue." 

"I'm getting a restraining order tomorrow," she said. "The police told me to 

call if he came back." 

When she called again at 4:08 a.m., her voice was a whisper, her fear stark. 

"Our front lock gate is not very good," she said. "I can hear him actually 

trying to open it." 
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Moments later, she sounded like she was hyperventilating: "Oh God, I saw 

the gate open. I saw the gate open! He's ringing the doorbell now, oh my 

God, oh my God. I told him not to come back." 

Go into your bedroom and shut the door, the dispatcher advised. 

With no Southern Station patrol officers available, two officers from nearby 

Tenderloin Station, David Lee and Viet Ha, arrived a few minutes later. 

Recognizing the address on the radio as the one he'd visited earlier, Sgt. 

Haskell from Southern Station steered to the scene as well. Officer 

Lobsinger, who'd also heard the radio call, texted Lee and Ha to alert them 

he'd been at the address earlier for a similar call. 

The police found Young outside, sitting on the front stoop. He told them he 

needed clothes for work the next day. 

Young remained calm as they talked, Lee later testified. Cecilia, he said, 

came down the stairs yelling and swearing. 

"See what I'm dealing with?" Young told the officers. 

Though the officers had responded to a priority "break-in" call, they 

determined Young wasn't attempting to break in, as he had previously lived 

in the apartment. Ha said later that Cecilia never used the words "breaking 

in," saying only that Young had banged on the door. 

The officers told Cecilia that Young needed to retrieve some belongings 

from the apartment. She consented, they said, so they assisted him in what 

is known as a civil standby. 
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"You don't want to send an angry girlfriend into a house, go collect things 

for a guy, because they're probably not going to come back in one piece," 

Lee later explained. 

Nobody knows for sure where Young got the old, beat-up .32-caliber Colt 

pistol he used that night, or if he might have retrieved it when he entered 

the apartment. He didn't have the gun when he was jailed a few hours 

earlier, and he didn't own a car where it might have been stashed. 

Investigators were unable to trace its origins after they collected it from the 

cnme scene. 

Young was inside the apartment for about 10 minutes. Lee said Young 

shook out a shirt and pants he collected from Cecilia's room and stuffed 

them in a bag along with a pair of shoes. 

Haskell arrived after Young was let inside. The sergeant said he told Cecilia 

that "if anything were to happen," she or the officers could obtain a 

restraining order. 

She declined, Haskell said, and "reassured me there was no domestic 

violence," despite her statements on the 911 call just minutes before. 

The three officers and Young exited the apartment, and Cecilia locked the 

door behind them. Officer Lee had a pack of cigarettes hanging out of his 

pocket, and Young asked for one. The men chatted as they smoked 

together. 

"Young appeared as a pleasant person," Haskell said. "He was, you know, 

cooperative. And I was talking to him, and we had a one-on-one 

conversation, not even related to work." 
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"Listen, this is the second time you're coming back here," Haskell told 

Young, according to his deposition. "If, you know, you might come back a 

third time, if you hit her or anything happens, you're going to jail." 

"No, no. I understand," Young replied. "I just wanted my stuff. I'm done 

with her." 

This sort of casual interaction is neither unusual nor inappropriate in such 

a situation, law enforcement officers say. By defusing tensions, a suspect is 

less likely to be combative if they need to make an arrest. 

But Upton, of the Domestic Violence Consortium, said abusers are 

notorious for explaining away their own behavior, connecting man-to-man 

with police officers and convincing them of the "crazy ex-girlfriend trope." 

"They may have thought they were de-escalating things," Upton said. "But I 

don't think it makes the victim feel very safe when she looks outside and 

sees her abuser having a cigarette with the police officers that are supposed 

to protect her." 

Ha and Lee said they didn't run Young's criminal history before they 

responded. They knew only that he had been arrested earlier for public 

intoxication, they said. They knew nothing about the 2012 domestic 

violence arrest and the alleged poisoning, and little of Cecilia's repeated 911 

calls. 

But electronic communications available to every officer in a patrol vehicle 

were clear that night. Transmitted from the dispatch center, they noted that 

Young had a prior criminal history. But none of the officers who responded 

that night took the next step of looking up what that prior history was. 
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When Lee and Ha responded instead ofTov and Lobsinger, 911 dispatchers 

made sure to add that it was a return call, and that Young had just been 

released from a drunkenness hold. 

In his deposition, Lee put the onus on Cecilia, saying she didn't tell officers 

about Young's actions toward her that night or previously. 

"If she would have told me that, he'd have been in buckles," Lee said. "I'm 

not afraid of putting the handcuffs on anybody." 

Shortly after 4:30 a.m., Young left. The officers said they told him not to 

come back; he told them he wasn't planning to. 

Within half an hour, gun in hand, he was kicking in the front door. 

Investigators were unable to determine when and where Cedric Young Jr. got access to the gun he used to shoot Cecilia 
Lam, and then himself. Investigators were also unable to track the origins of the gun through its serial number.From court 

documents. 
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he commotion shook the other roommates awake. As Young rushed 

up the stairs to Cecilia's bedroom door, kicking it open as if it were 

made of cardboard, roommate Timothy Cochran locked his bedroom door, 

shut himself in his closet and called the police. 

"My roommate's boyfriend," he said in a terrified whisper. "He's killing 

her." 

Misael Fuentes, the fourth roommate, also dialed 911. 

"We need the cops right now," he said. "My roommate Ceci has been calling 

about her boyfriend. He tried to poison her today." 

"Cecilia's been calling all night," the dispatcher responded. "What's going 

on now?" 

By then, Cecilia's own emergency call had gone silent. 

"Hello? Hello?" said the dispatcher. 

The only sound on the line was Cecilia's labored breathing. She gurgled as 

if she were trying to say something. 

"Help is already on the way," the dispatcher said. "Stay on the line." 

Six minutes later, officers entered the dark apartment and found Cecilia 

still alive, moaning. 

"Holy s-!" said one, his reaction caught on the 911 tape. 

A hysterical McKay tried to leave her bedroom, but the officers told her to 

stay inside. Soon, Officer Tov appeared at her door. 

"Why didn't you tell us he was dangerous?" Tov asked her. 
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Three years later, her voice still shakes with anger when she recalls the 

conversation. 

"You were called," McKay said in an interview. "You were called. You 

should have done something." 

Nick Casper, attorney for the Lam family, says police should have taken more action the night of Cecilia's murder. "Their 

response seemed to be, 'How do I get out of here and take the next call?"' Lea Suzuki, The Chronicle 

o internal police investigation took place after Cecilia's death, 

despite a complaint her family filed with the civilian Department for 

Police Accountability that remains pending. 

All the officers who responded to her 911 calls that night - Tov, Lobsinger, 

Haskell, Lee and Ha - are still with the Police Department. None has been 
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disciplined in the case. 

Capt. Bailey of the Special Victims Unit said that even before Cecilia's 

death, the city had made significant progress in its handling of domestic 

violence calls. City agencies, nonprofits and victim advocates collaborate in 

developing policy, finding funding and providing resources for victims, she 

said. 

Included in San Francisco's reforms was a revised department general 

order on domestic violence. 

A comprehensive policy, it addresses the many complexities of domestic 

violence cases, said Nick Casper, an attorney with Casper, Meadows, 

Schwartz and Cook, which represented Cecilia's family. It requires 

responding officers to look beyond a victim's reluctance to cooperate and 

instructs them to consider the victim's history of complaints. It defines 

domestic violence as a crime beyond a visible injury. 

The policy went into effect two days before Cecilia was killed. 

The officers involved in her case would have been aware of it, Casper said. 

But having such a policy means nothing, he said, if officers refuse to view a 

call as domestic violence.

Casper said it appeared that dispatchers had acted appropriately that night, 

taking down everything Cecilia told them and accurately coding the calls. 

And Cecilia had "even used the 'magic language,'" he said, "calling it an 

'escalating domestic violence situation."' 

But when police were presented with a situation that did not have "the 

most overt signs of domestic violence," he said, "their response seemed to 

be, 'How do I get out of here and take the next call?' rather than, 'How can I 

help this citizen who felt she was in enough danger to call 911 ?"' 

In 2015, a police crime lab analyzed the pasta sauce that Cecilia believed 

Young had poisoned. The sauce, which was taken into evidence after the 

murder-suicide, tested positive for rat poison.

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A police crime lab determined that there was rat poison in the pasta sauce that Cecilia Lam believed that Cedric Young Jr. 

had tainted. From court documents. 

The Lam family sued the city in U.S. District Court in Oakland in 2015, 

seeking damages and hoping to force the Police Department to re-evaluate 

how its officers respond to domestic violence. This past June, Magistrate 

Judge Kandis Westmore dismissed the case. 

Public entities are protected from liability when they are accused of failing 

to protect a victim from a third party, the judge said. She also said the 

allegation that the officers created more danger by allowing Young into the 

apartment was not supported by evidence. The family decided not to appeal 

the ruling. 

But the court's dismissal does not completely absolve the city, Casper said. 

"Whether something is legally actionable and whether it is morally wrong 

are unfortunately two different questions." 

Upton, the victim advocate said San Francisco police, and law enforcement 

agencies nationwide, have come a long in way in how they handle domestic 

violence calls. But it's not enough, she said. Officers can't treat domestic 

violence like any other crime, with a clear aggressor and victim, a clear 

wrong and a right. 

Law enforcement must do better, Upton said. "Because the fact is, all 

domestic violence homicides are preventable."

For Suspected Hackers, a Sense of Social 
Protest

SAN FRANCISCO - The F.B.l.'s arrests of 14 people last week were the most 

ambitious crackdown yet on a loose-knit group of hackers called Anonymous that 

has attacked a string of government agencies and private companies over the last 

eight months. 

But at least some of the suspects are not your typical hard-core hackers, judging 

from interviews with twu of them and the online traces of others. Some did not 

bother to cover their digital tracks as they participated in what they saw as an online 

protest. And some say they were unaware that their feverish clicks on a home 

computer may have been against the law. 

The suspects, mostly in their 20s and living unremarkable lives in small towns 

and suburbs across the country, now face up to 15 years in prison. Among them are a 

college student, an ex-Marine, a couple of self-taught computer programmers, even a 

young man whose only celebrity before last week's arrest was that he dressed up as 

Harry Potter for a movie premiere. 

While federal law enforcement officials are clearly keen to quash the notion that 

online attacks are a form of social protest, the arrests highlight a far bigger challenge 
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facing the authorities as they try to stop digital raids carried out by a large and 

ideologically motivated group of people scattered across the globe. 

The Justice Department has accused the suspects of being part of a criminal 

conspiracy to damage the Web site of Pay Pal, the online payment company owned by 

eBay, which announced last December that it would stop processing donations for 

WikiLeaks after it exposed classified government information. 

Anonymous encouraged retaliation against PayPal, rallying supporters on Twitter. 

Untold numbers of people - probably hundreds - jumped into the Anonymous­

affiliated chat rooms. Some of them began lobbing large packets of data aimed at 

overwhelming Pay Pal's system, using a program called Low Orbit Ion Cannon. The 

site was hampered for several hours. 

Drew Phillips, a wry, serious 26-year-old programmer with a paunch that 

testifies to hours spent hunched over a computer, admits to joining one of those chat 

rooms when the attack was being discussed, and to tinkering with the program used 

in the attack. He said he could have obscured his Internet Protocol address, which 

can be used to identify a computer, had he thought that anyone was interested in 

what he was doing. 

"I didn't have anything to hide. I didn't feel I had to mask my LP. address," he 

said over a caffe mocha at a coffee shop not far from Santa Rosa, his placid middle­

class hometown north of San Francisco. "What would anyone want with me?" 

Mr. Phillips admits he was sympathetic to the strike against Pay Pal, but he 

maintains he did not actually participate. 

It took federal officials only a few weeks to catch up with Mr. Phillips. Police and 

federal agents with a search warrant, arrived at his home early one morning in 

January. 

"What, did I download one too many movies?" he remembers asking facetiously. 

Federal agents were interested in what he was doing with the Low Orbit Ion Cannon 

software. Mr. Phillips, who works for a solar energy company, said he used it to test 

the endurance of his employer's computer systems. They left with all his equipment: 
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a server he had built himself, a desktop, two laptops and several flash drives. Federal 

agents returned last week to arrest him, charging him with causing damage to a 

protected computer and a related conspiracy charge. He says wryly that he suspects 

the government needed to make an example out of him. 

Eugene H. Spafford, a computer security professor at Purdue University, was 

not convinced that the arrests last week would serve as a deterrent. Rather, he said, 

it could prompt others to be more careful in the future and even prompt retaliatory 

strikes. 

"A whole bunch of people were angry, they didn't really think about whether it 

was legal or not. It never entered their minds," Professor Spafford said. "This was 

kind of the equivalent of a spontaneous street protest, where they may have been 

throwing rocks through windows but never thought that was against the law or 

hurting anybody." 

A federal law enforcement official, who would not be named because he was not 

authorized to speak about an active case, argued that denial-of-service attacks like 

the one against PayPal were costly and illegal: "These things are costing companies 

millions of dollars." 

The official acknowledged that some of those arrested "used unsophisticated 

techniques." But when asked if the authorities were overreacting, he said, "No, it's 

never heavy-handed to address violations oflaw, particularly in this arena of 

cybersecurity, where the threat is so pervasive." 

Anonymous does make some effort to warn its supporters of the potential 

hazards of joining the movement; its handbook for new recruits has several pages of 

instructions on how to mask one's online identity. 

Two days after the arrests in the United States last week, in an open letter to the 

F.B.I. and international law enforcement authorities, Anonymous and its offshoot, 

Lulz Security, pledged to continue to attack government and private Web sites. "Your 

threats to arrest us are meaningless to us as you cannot arrest an idea," the 

statement read. 
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While there are clearly some core members of both Anonymous and Lulz 

Security, it is not clear whether the authorities have arrested any of them, though 

media reports have said that a 16-year-old arrested in London last week was an 

important member of the latter group. 

In Jacksonville, Fla., another self-taught programmer named Keith Downey was 

also angered last December by Pay Pal's stance toward WikiLeaks. And in general, he 

was dismayed at what he saw as increasing government control over the Internet. He 

logged on from home, also without bothering to use tools that would help shield his 

identity. 

In an Anonymous chat room he was inspired to join the bombardment of 

Pay Pal. He likened it to "the college sit-ins of the '70s" and even to Gandhi's civil 

disobedience movement against British rule. No one in the chat rooms apparently 

bothered to explain that Gandhi spent a lot of time in jail, as did antiwar protesters 

in the 1970s. Mr. Downey wasn't prepared to be arrested last week Nor is he 

financially prepared to travel across the country for his court appearance in San 

Jose, Calif., in September. 

Mr. Dmvney, who had a small business installing and maintaining computer 

hardware for local music studios, lost his computer equipment during an F.B.I. raid 

in January. He lives with his widowed mother, who was laid off from her job earlier 

this year. Mr. Downey says he is patching together construction work to make ends 

meet. He has been represented so far by court-appointed counsel. "I need to set up a 

donation Web site for my legal expenses," said Mr. Downey. "I definitely will not use 

Pay Pal."

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Defending 'Anonymous': Lawyers For 
Alleged 'Hacktivists' Speak Out 
The cases are still in their early stages. But bit by bit, the lives and personalities of 
the suspects arrested and charged in July as members of the 'hackivist' collective 
'Anonymous' are coming to light. 

The prosecutions, stemming from cyber attacks on PayPal, AT&T, and a law 
enforcement website, represent the government's first major salvo against a 
group whose operations it considers an increasing criminal threat, at the same 
time as its basic construction has remained largely opaque. 

But while the charges are clear cut, the potential motives of the accused are less 
so. Indeed that's the key question. Who are Anonymous, and what do they want, 
if anything? Is Anonymous even a real organization, or is it an ethos? And does 
that distinction really matter, when there are real crimes being committed under 
the Anonymous banner? 

One suspect's attorney told TPM that his client believes that he was participating 
in a legitimate political protest, another relayed the message that he was 
"concerned about the availability of information in today's society."According to 
the federal indictment filed in San Jose, 14 defendants participated in a 
coordinated DDoS attack against PayPal's computer servers in retribution for 
their termination of WikiLeaks' donation account. The attacks, which 
Anonymous referred to as "Operation Avenge Assange," took place from Dec. 6 to 
Dec. 10, 2010. 

All of the suspects have entered not-guilty pleas, and the next hearing is set for 
Nov. 1. 

The defendants are of both genders and range in age from 20 to 42 and in filings 
are identified by their names and alleged Anonymous nicknames like 
"Anthrophobic,'' "Toxic,'' "MMMM" and "Reaper." They consider themselves 
"hacktivists" or "hacker activists." 

Six of the defendants have been assigned attorneys by a federal court due to their 
financial situation. 

Their arrests in July- paired with 75 raids across the country - demonstrate 
federal law enforcement's focus on the leaderless hacker group. The Department 
of Homeland Security has issued three "bulletins" since June which warned 



cybersecurity pros of hacking successes and the threats made by Anonymous and 
related groups. 

Earlier this summer, TPM filed a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request to 
federal authorities for access to the mugshots of the accused. We posted those 
mugshots last week. Later in the day TPM came under a distributed denial of 
service attack (DDoS). While DDoS attacks have become the signature mark of 
Anonymous, there was no direct evidence as to who launched the attack on TPM. 

It was Anonymous support for Wikileaks and Assange and its high-profile DDoS 
attacks on not just Pay Pal - but also a host of immediately subsequent targets, 
perceived Wikileaks adversaries Amazon, MasterCard, Visa and Swiss bank Post 
Finance - that propelled the group into international notoriety in December of 
2010. 

But career hackers, they apparently aren't. The group - or at least those accused 
of being in the group - includes retail workers, college students, a bicycle 
repairman, a landscaper and construction workers. 

"He's just a normal guy: works construction; lives in Jacksonville, Florida," 
attorney John Hamasaki said of his client Keith Wilson Downey. "This case - all 
of the defendants for the most part are not our usual clients in criminal defense. 
It is a stressful traumatic difficult position for all of these people to go through, 
for Keith to go through." 

"These people believe they were involved in a protest in a demonstration," 
Hamasaki said. "There's a social justice aspect to this whole thing that's missing." 

Hamasaki said that federal authorities executed a search warrant on Downey's 
house, where he lives his mother and brother, in early 2011, collecting a "vast· 
amount of information" that the government is still setting up the means for 
them to access. 

Graham E. Archer, an attorney for Ethan Miles, said lawyers have been given 
"very, very little information" to this point. "I've received under 100 pages right 
now. " 

Archer said Miles works as a bicycle mechanic at his father's 30-year-old shop 
and also works in construction. His client said he doesn't know anybody else that 
was charged at all and does not have a lengthy or in-depth background in 
computers. 

"I don't think he would describe himself as computer-savvy. He certainly would 
not describe himself as a hacker," Archer said. 



Archer, for his part, said he has a background in cybersecurity law that he said 
was sparked by a youthful brush with hackers. 

"It dates all the way back to my high school days," Archer, who attended a D.C.­
area school in the late 8os and early gos, told TPM. "I can't imagine they paid any 
attention to me, I've never requested by FBI file, but as a youth I had some 
experience with the kind of folks that they're now running around with." 

How It All Began 
For as nebulous and liquid as Anonymous's current membership purports to be, 
the group has a fairly defined beginning: The website 4chan.org. 

Launched in 2003 by then 15-year-old Long Islander Christopher Poole, 
4chan.org derives its name and central concept from a popular Japanese anime 
image forum called 2chan. Like 2chan, 4chan began as a forum for users to share, 
remix and comment upon anime images anonymously. On 4chan, instead of a 
username, every user is assigned a random number, and distinct one for every 
separate post they make. 

But a subsection of the English-language website quickly took on a more bizarre, 
outlandish and often disturbing turn. 

On 4chan's "b" board (/b/), users would and still post everything from hardcore 
pornography to racist screeds. Freed by the promise of total anonymity (posters 
often refer to themselves and one another as "Anons," or "/b/rothers") the b 
board's culture mutated into one where users essentially competed to post the 
most the outrageous non-sequitors and controversial topic threads. 

Often featured were crude, stick-figure comics featuring the Guy Fawkes mask 
from the graphic novel-turned movie "V for Vendetta," which is about an 
anonymous crusader who fights against a future totalitarian British government. 

Yet out of 4chan' s chaos came a certain rough sense of order - with users 
coalescing around certain memes and pranks such as the now-ubiquitous "LOL 
Cats," photos and "Rickrolling" link bait-and-switch (wherein unsuspecting Web 
users are tricked into clicking through to a music video Rick Astley's "Never 
Gonna Give You Up.") Remarkably, the power of 4chan to popularize these 
memes was instant and unstoppable. As the Wall Street Journal reported in 
2008, "Over the past year, Rick Rolling has become an online sensation, pushing 
Mr. Astley's video past 16 million views on YouTube." 



It wasn't until mid-January 2008, though, that 4chan's b board became the 
spawning ground of something far more ambitious than amusing juvenile pranks. 
That year, a user posted a call to arms against the Church of Scientology for 
pulling down a promotional video featuring celebrity devotee Tom Cruise. 

"It's time to use our resources to do something we believe is right," one user 
posted on the /b/ board, as preserved in a screenshot at Oh Internet. 

That lead to a YouTube video, wherein "Anonymous" made itself known and 
established its core, populist, somewhat leftist anarchical tennets. 

Knowledge is free. 
We are Anonymous. 
We are Legion. 
We do notforgive. 
WE DO NOT FORGET. 
Expect us. 

The message also declared that it had "decided that your organization 
[Scientology] should be destroyed ... We shall proceed to expel you from the 
Internet and dismantle the Church of Scientology in its current form." 

The resulting offensive took down the Church of Scientology's websites and 
involved public protests in front of the Church of Scientology's locations in large 
cities across the world. 

The web component of that effort became the Anonymous trademark: the DDoS 
attack. Anonymous members were enabled by a freeware program known as the 
Low Orbit Ion Cannon that can plug anyone's computer into a "botnet," or 
network of other computers dedicated to overwhelming a specific website with 
traffic. 

Barrett Brown, a journalist and former Anonymous spokesman, who is still in 
constant contact with members of the loosely-knit group, told TPM that "4chan 
was just the cradle of civilization for Anonymous. It just happened to be the best 
place for this kind of online activism to gestate. It's grown far beyond that 
platform since then." 

Brown estimates that since the beginning of 2011, when Anonymous called for 
users to DDoS attack the government of Tunisia's website in the midst of the 
uprising there, its gained thousands of members and is now up to a total 
'membership' of hundreds of thousands. 



But there's a big problem for the collective's lofty political ambitions. It's the 
same reason Brown publicly gave up being the group's spokesman in May: The 
emphasis has seemingly shifted from such nearly universally (at least within 
Anonymous) decried targets as Scientology and oppressive regimes to less 
political targets, including corporations such as Sony, which 'Anonymous' 
targeted in April in retaliation for the company's litigation against a PS3 
hacker, taking down Sony's website and the Playstation online network (PSN). 

"There's thousands of people now involved in Anonymous who don't share the 
same values or emphasis. But I'm glad they are there, I just encourage them to 
split off into separate groups," Brown said. 

One such splinter group, LulzSec, committed many DDoS attacks against targets 
this year, including PBS and FBI partner website InfraGuard. 

Brown himself has switched his primary focus to a nonprofit activism outfit he 
started in May 2010, Project PM. Bue he's still working with Anonymous to 
uncover information the group picked up from its February hack of HE Gary.

A new California trend -- prosecuting rap 

Judges and juries are in danger of mixing fictional lyrics and 
music videos with criminal facts.

For 16 months, Bay Area rapper Deandre Mitchell 
- better known as Laz Tha Boy - has been sitting 
in a jail cell faced with a decision no artist should 
have to make: whether to defend his innocence at 
trial, knowing his music likely will be used as 
evidence against him, or take a plea bargain and 
admit to crimes he maintains he did not commit. 

Mitchell's case dates to October 2012, when he was indicted for his alleged role in two gang­
related shootings that occurred that year. Prosecutors didn't present a single arrest or conviction 
to establish Mitchell's association with a criminal gang, and with conflicting eyewitness 
testimony - and no physical evidence connecting him to the shootings, according to defense 
attorney Jolm Hamasaki-prosecutors elected to introduce something else: Mitchell's violent 
gangsta rap videos and lyrics, which were presented to the grand jury as evidence of his criminal 
behavior. 

Although some of the videos were made years earlier - and none included specific details about 
the shootings he was charged with - they did contain graphic depictions of violence, including 
lyrics such as "Ifl see him I'm gonna murk him I three round burst leave a ... face burgundy." 
Ignoring the basic distinction between author and narrator, prosecutors invited the grand jurors to 
conflate Deandre Mitchell with his musical persona, Laz Tha Boy. Mitchell was indicted on all 
counts. 

Unfortunately, similar cases are playing out across the country. Other fonns of fictional 
expression - rock music lyrics, novels, films - typically remain off-limits in the courts, but rap 
music has become a target for prosecutors who realize how effectively it can be wielded to gain 
leverage in a plea bargain, guarantee an indictment or secure a conviction. 

University of Georgia law professor Andrea Dennis puts it in stark tenns: "When courts permit 
the prosecutor to admit rap music lyrics as criminal evidence, they allow the government to 
obtain a stranglehold on the case." 

Prosecutors gain this stranglehold by redefining rap music as something other than art or 
entertainment. Instead, prosecutors have successfully convinced judges and juries that rap lyrics 
are autobiographical, that they provide clear insight into a defendant's thoughts or actions. 



The problem, of course, is that rap relies heavily on figurative language (it's rhymed verse after 
all), and the first-person characters portrayed in rap songs, almost always signaled with a stage 
name, are often a far cry from the artists behind them. This is especially true in gangsta rap, 
where rappers take on larger-than-life criminal personas and offer exaggerated, graphic accounts 
of violence. If judges and jurors don't appreciate that these are genre conventions, they can easily 
conflate fiction with fact. In effect, they end up putting rap on trial. 

Research tells us why this is bad news for defendants. Experimental studies, for example, have 
shown that not only can rap lyrics exe1i a prejudicial impact on potential jurors but also that 
violent lyrics are considered significantly more dangerous and offensive when associated with 
rap compared with other (traditionally white) genres, such as folk or country music. 

It is ce1iainly true that gangsta rappers, to establish credibility, often make claims that they live 
the lives they rap about - that they are "keepin' it real." But this is largely a pretense, one that 
aspiring amateurs feel compelled to embrace in their efforts to succeed in a hip-hop industry that 
requires its mtists to manipulate identity in complex ways. 

Our research suggests that California, a crucial hub in that industry, is ground zero for 
prosecuting rap. The seminal case allowing rap lyrics as evidence was decided by California's 
4th District Court of Appeal (People v. Olguin 1994) and its dockets now produce an alarming 
number of cases, including most of the ones we're currently consulting on. 

It may seem ironic that the home of gangsta rap, and the state that brought us such rappers as 
2Pac, Dr. Dre and Ice Cube - is also leading the charge in prosecuting it. And yet California is 
also the state whose aggressive and sometimes discriminatory law enforcement strategies helped 
fuel gangsta rap in the first place. Its gang injunctions and sweeping databases, for example, have 
drawn sharp criticism on constitutional grounds and for their inconsistent application. 

Now, in training materials, prosecutors in gang cases nationwide are encouraged to follow 
California's lead in using evidence such as rap lyrics so they can, in the words of former Los 
Angeles Deputy Dist. Atty. Alan Jackson, "invade and exploit the defendant's true personality." 

Jackson's prescription offers a disturbingly candid glimpse at the use of rap lyrics in criminal 
proceedings, a practice that is indeed invasive and exploitative. By playing to judges' and jurors' 
ignorance of the miistic conventions behind rap music - not to mention long-held stereotypes 
about the young men of color who primarily produce it- prosecutors across the country, and 
especially in California, are creating a climate in which a fair trial seems out ofreach for men 
such as Deandre Mitchell. That's a steep price to pay for your mi.

Rap's Poetic License: Revoked 
East Bay prosecutors regularly use rap lyrics and music videos as evidence in 
criminal proceedings, a tactic that undermines a defendant's right to a fair 
trial and continues the legacy of stifling Black expression.

In 2004, the late Andre Hicks, better known as the revered Vallejo rapper Mac Dre, issued 
Ronald Dregan: Dreganom;cs. The album cover bore a faux-campaign poster, replete with a few 
cliches of political boosterism: Dregan's wide grin, a thumbs-up, and a billowing American flag. 
On the title track, Dre, in character, caricatured Ronald Reagan's hollow rhetoric and added a 
cheeky hook: Follow me now, let me lead the way/If you gonna beUeve ;n something, believe ;n 
Dre ... /Royal, spaded, U's the Amer;can way. 

Deandre Mitchell, an emcee who grew up in Richmond, admired Mac Dre's satirical bent, how 
the rapper adjusted voice and persona to suit lyrical goals, whether that was ridiculing 
neoliberals, stylizing himself as a chic mafioso, or just whimsically celebrating drugs. When 
Mitchell started rapping in the early 2000s, he similarly adopted different .lyrical voices. He had 
his own presidential spinoff- Lazadore Roosevelt. His repertoire also included Pimp Snuffy 
Nose, and a generously auto-tuned lothario, Bobby Lazentino. His go-to rap moniker, however, 
is Laz Tha Boy. 

In a recent interview, Mitchell described his initial forays into the rap game with fervor and pride 
for a burgeoning creative community. "There was me, the A Team, The Block Boys, Nio Tha 
Gift," he remembered. "That was the new generation- and everyone around us got a job. We 
needed a cameraman, someone to record, make beats, do promotion, and hand out CDs. 
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"The Bay Area in general is known for independent hustle," Mitchell continued. "That's what we 
did." 

People responded more to Laz Tha Boy - the grinning gangsta rapper sporting gear from his 
own clothing line, AOB University- than to Mitchell's other personas. Spanning a career that 
continues to this day - he recently collaborated with standout HBK Gang emcees Iamsu! and 
Kool John-Laz Tha Boy's music videos garnered hundreds of thousands of views. 

Trouble is, a lot of those clicks came from Richmond cops and Contra Costa County prosecutors, 
who've cited his music videos in multiple criminal trials. In fact, law enforcement officials made 
Mitchell's recorded in-character utterances their evidentiary cornerstones in a grand jury 
proceeding for attempted murder, punitively enhanced for alleged gang membership, brought 
against Mitchell and two co-defendants in 2012. 

In the grand jury proceeding, the prosecutor painstakingly avoided any depiction of Mitchell and 
his community in tenns of creativity, ai1, or entertainment. Instead, prosecutor Satish Jallepalli 
elicited testimony from Richmond Police Department gang detectives that depicted Mitchell and 
his collaborators not as a creative community, but as a criminal enterprise; Mitchell's lyrics not 
as figurative language, but as evidence of motive and a lack of moral character; and his music 
videos not as promotional tools mimicking mainstream genre convention, but as unambiguous 
proof of membership in a gang called Deep C. 

According to a transcript of the grand jury proceedings, Jallepalli, a deputy district attorney for 
Contra Costa County, introduced five music videos as evidence in the case. He called them 
"gang videos." Jallepalli's expert witnesses - those who took the stand to expound on hip-hop 
- were Richmond police gang detectives. 

Jallepalli questioned Richmond Police Detective John Lopez about the meaning of dozens of 
phrases, regardless of their connection to the alleged crimes. Lopez claimed that "to 'ride' is to 
shoot. ... If you're a rider, you're a shooter." At another point, Jallepalli asked, "What does ['do it 
for the block'] mean?" Lopez responded, "Doing it for your- in essence, Deep C, whether it be 
crimes and/or shootings." 

At the end of one music video, the phrase, "Lean in peace Robby Ross" appears on the screen. 
The police detective testified that the deceased Ross was a gang member, claiming that the 
common practice in rap of memorializing a dead friend amounted to a confession of gang 
activity. 

The grand jury indicted Mitchell on all counts. 

John Hamasaki, Mitchell's attorney, filed to dismiss the indictment, arguing that a litany of 
procedural gaffes infringed on his client's right to a fair trial. The victim and key witness 
identified Mitchell only after changing his account of the shootings several times, Hamasaki 
noted, and witnesses with contrary accounts of the alleged crimes were not sought for testimony. 
Crucially, Hamasaki argued that the use of Mitchell's music as evidence was unfairly prejudicial. 
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Hip-hop vernacular is complicated. It evolves swiftly, resists indexation, and its proponents prize 
lexical innovation, all of which makes it susceptible to misinterpretation, accidental or otherwise. 
Rap, an expressive fo1m rooted partly in competitions tellingly called "battles," often intimates 
violence, intimidation, and boisterous narratives of unlawful activity, but in Mitchell's case and 
others brought throughout the Bay Area in recent years, cops and prosecutors' use of lyrics and 
music videos has appeared carefully calibrated to vilify defendants and preclude any 
consideration of rap as aii. 

As Hamasaki put it, "Prosecutors go, 'Oh, he's rapping about guns and drugs so he must be 
selling drugs and shooting people.' 

"In Deandre Mitchell's music," Hamasaki continued, "there's a lot of talk about where you're 
from. Representing your neighborhood is one of the fundamentals of hip-hop, but the prosecutors 
call it gang turf. Well, that's where he was raised. That's where he came up, and with the sort of 
poverty in areas where hip-hop is produced, your neighborhood is all you have." 

Erik Nielson, a professor at the University of Richmond in Richmond, Virginia who has 
extensively researched the use of rap evidence in criminal proceedings and has appeared in 
dozens of cases, including capital trials, as an expe1t witness to counter the damning 
interpretations of rap lyrics offered principally by cops, said prosecutors are increasingly turning 
to rap lyrics and videos to put young Black men behind bars. "Now that rap is mainstream, you'd 
think that this would be the point when these misunderstandings would stop," he said. "And yet 
we're seeing it more and more often." 

And, counterintuitively, Nielson observed that the increased use ofrap as evidence in criminal 
trials is occurring at a time when rap permeates pop culture. "People sometimes feel surrounded 
in a way that's threatening, which they didn't when [rap] was on the margins," he said. "The 
attack on rap is part of a larger cultural response to race relations in the United States. Rap 
becomes a scapegoat, a proxy for people's deeper anxieties about young men of color." 

Wary of dealing with the more irrelevant and prejudicial evidence in a trial setting with a 
potentially conservative Contra Costa County jury, Deandre Mitchell pleaded to a lesser charge: 
assault with a fireann. Mitchell, who maintains his innocence to this day, said "that was the 
hardest decision of my life." The father of two served more than two years in prison. 

"The expert in that case," Hamasaki recalled, "was qualified to give expert testimony on gangs, 
gang members, crimes, what kind of crimes benefit gangs - but he's not an expert on music." 

Indeed, the testimony Jallepalli elicited from Detective Lopez about Mitchell's music was fraught 
with ahistorical statements masquerading as objective truth. "What Deep C and other rap groups 
or other maybe gangs would do is they'll rap about their experiences and what they have actually 
done," Lopez testified. "To not get caught, they keep certain parts vague." 
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But in the more than 150 pages of "expe1i testimony" in Mitchell's grand jury proceedings, there 
is no acknowledgment of the figurative language or poetic devices that Laz Tha Boy employs -
which include neologism, hyperbole, parody, portmanteau, and allusion - presumably because 
the prosecution wished to avoid signaling to jurors that Mitchell deals in creative invention. 
Likewise, the inadequacy of semantically analyzing a lyrical form in which content and meaning 
hinges upon delivery and vocal style wasn't brought up, nor were Mitchell's array of past 
personas. Put simply, Jallepalli and Lopez ignored the distinction between author and naiTator 
that's extended to other genres and forms of expression. 

Lopez's conflation of rappers with gangs and verses with confession is indicative of the criminal 
justice system's lowly regard for rap, which is predominantly produced by young men of color. A 
number of high-profile case have brought awareness to the trend, notably the recent case of the 
rapper Bobby Shmurda in New York, but broadly, prosecutors nationwide regularly use rap as 
evidence against amateur artists who lack the name recognition and financial wherewithal 
needed to muster effective defenses. 

"We need more studies, more scholarship in that area," Hamasaki said of rap music and videos. 
"In court, there's an analysis of whether evidence is more prejudicial than probative. Considering 
what studies there are about the effect of hip-hop on middle-class, predominantly white suburban 
jurors - it's highly prejudicial." 

Some courts have begun to tighten admissibility standards for rap lyrics. The move validates the 
view of many academics and legal professionals who consider prosecutors' use of rap evidence 
as a cynical ploy to exploit latent bias against the urban young men of color who take to the 
fonn. The worry is that rap will endure a chilling effect, wherein lyricists are compelled to self­
censor given the genre's particular burden. 

In the East Bay, the recent experiences of Mitchell and other rappers are part of law enforcement 
tradition: The lyrics of Mac Dre also have been taken as fact by law enforcement. Dre's 1992 
arrest for conspiracy to commit robbery was widely viewed as retaliation for the song "Punk 
Police," in which he raps about the Vallejo Police Depaiiment: You labeled us a ruthless g-a-n­
g/But the biggest gangsters are the V-P-D. 

"Mac Dre was talking about police brutality and harassment in that song and 25 years later it's 
still a concern," said Eric Arnold, a journalist and former Express staffer who covered Dre and 
his Romper Room peers at the time. "There's definitely an element of sensationalism, on the 
prosecutorial side, when you have a rapper and you're using the fact that they're entertainers with 
followings." Mitchell is confident that Laz Tha Boy was similarly targeted for his standing in the 
community. "I'm one of the only people in Richmond that brings people together," he said. 
"That's why they wanted me down, because of my voice." 

Satish Jallepalli, a fifteen-year prosecutor with the Contra Costa County District 
Attorney's Office who has been working in the DA's gang unit for the last three years, said that 
social media, including Y ouTube videos, figures into the investigation or evidence in most of his 
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cases. He said he typically cites rap lyrics and music videos to link defendants with gangs in 
order to add extra prison time to felony convictions, a practice referred to as "gang 
enhancement." 

The standard for securing gang enhancements in California is very low; the penal code defines 
"criminal street gang" vaguely as any group of three or more individuals with a common name or 
sign who engage in felony activities. A defendant need not be a "known gang member" (an often 
misleading phrase in its own right, since many described by the authorities as such only accept 
the lifelong tag as pati of a plea bargain) for prosecutors to pursue gang enhancements. 
Committing a felony for the benefit of, at the direction of, or in cooperation with gang members 
suffices. 

The recent case of San Diegan Brandon Duncan, who raps as Tiny Doo, underscored how eager 
prosecutors are to muzzle speech with gang enhancements. Duncan stood accused of nine counts 
of "criminal street gang conspiracy," which carried a potential life sentence, after he was arrested 
in a gang sweep. Duncan wasn't accused of the varied felonies brought against his associates. 
Rather, prosecutors argued that he benefitted from the exploits of gang members because he sold 
CDs that chronicled their crimes. As First Amendment attorney Geoffrey King noted in his piece 
on Duncan for The Guardian newspaper late last year, the rationale could theoretically subject 
documentarians to gang charges since, in the prosecutors' view, they benefit from the organized 
crimes of their outlaw subjects. In March, an appellate court dismissed Duncan's charges. 

One private attorney I spoke to, Joseph Tully, called gang enhancements "draconian," noting that 
many police scandals - for example, when six San Francisco Police Department officers stole 
from low-income residents and sold seized drugs in 2011 - could fall under the state's definition 
of gang activity. Of course, gang enhancements aren't applied so generously. 

Regardless of the underlying problems associated with gang charges, Jallepalli's assertion that he 
limits the use of music evidence to pursuing gang enhancements isn't supported by the way he 
exhibits such evidence in court. Moreover, seeking gang enhancements and ignoring the gap 
between lyrics and reality are part of the same project. "We're explaining that this gang benefits 
from committing acts of violence," Jallepalli said. "So, the fact that the defendant, in that case, 
Mr. Mitchell, was referencing that type of conduct was relevant to his intent and his motives." 

In at least one of Jallepalli's cases, the authorities' zeal to project criminal reality upon creative 
speech moved them to invent it. 

Jallepalli tried the case of Desean Haywood, who was found by Richmond police suffering from 
a gunshot wound near the site of a home-invasion robbery that occurred in 2011. Jallepalli 
pursued gang enhancements for the underlying felony charges. Among others, Jallepalli used Laz 
Tha Boy's "What U Do It Fo" music video, which includes Haywood not as a performer but as 
one of many bystanders nodding their heads to the beat, as evidence supporting the gang charges. 
Late last year, the ABA Journal reported that the music video was also shown to jurors in 
Mitchell's case. 
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In an exchange much like the one between Jallepalli and Detective Lopez, the grand jury 
transcript revealed that Richmond gang Detective Matt Anderson offered several bogus insights. 
"'We're all with the shit' would mean they're all down to ... promote the Deep C criminal street 
gang," Anderson claimed. Anderson's views on music video fashion were similarly shallow: 
"Hooded sweatshirts are fairly common to wear if you're gonna commit a shooting." 

For "Southside Richmond," another Laz Tha Boy video featuring the rappers Tay-Way and 
Young-Bo, Jallepalli handed out transcripts of the lyrics to the grand jurors. He stated that the 
transcripts were guides, not to be admitted into evidence. Jallepalli paused the video and asked 
Anderson to explain the reference "Erv" in a line transcribed on the guides - a copy of which 
was obtained by the Express - given to jurors. The guide read: Erv, like you in the game, and 
you niggas running backs. Anderson stated unequivocally that the line referenced Ervin Coley, 
who he said was a rival gang member murdered in 2011 (media coverage from the time indicated 
that Coley, who maintained a neighborhood garden, was merely a pedestrian in a targeted 
neighborhood.) 

Only, the transcription was incorrect. In the song, Young-Bo raps, Urlacher in the game/man you 
niggas running back. In the music video, Young-Bo runs backward. Under cross-examination, 
Haywood's deputy public defender, Sung Ae Choi, posited that the line referenced the famous 
Chicago Bears football player Brian Urlacher, not a murdered rival gang member. Anderson 
eventually conceded, "I don't know if that was actually said in the song." 

Such use of "evidence" could be problematic under the California Rules of Professional Conduct, 
which state that an attorney, "[s]hall not seek to mislead the judge, judicial officer, or jury by an 
miifice or false statement or fact or law," Rule 5-200(B). 

Jallepalli told me that he regularly transcribes lyrics, either personally or through an assistant, 
whose work he then checks for accuracy. He said that he did not transcribe "Southside 
Richmond," but he wasn't sure who did. The music video was also used as evidence in Mitchell's 
case. 

"There are basically a generic set of videos that are being discovered in gang enhancement 
cases," Choi said in an interview, noting that some of the video evidence in Haywood's case 
predated the alleged offenses by three to four years. 

Choi, who has defended multiple cases that involved gang enhancements, said, "I find this use of 
gang evidence is incredibly problematic. The very definition of overly prejudicial evidence is 
that it's emotionally inflaming with very little rational, specific infonnation." 

Hamasaki echoed her sentiments. "What happened is that prosecutors found that it's effective to 
introduce videos of predominantly young Black males talking about violence and street life in a 
way that can be viewed as intimidating," he said. "It tends to have a prejudicial effect on jurors 
that is not relevant to the case at hand." 

Jallepalli countered that critics underestimate the judgment of jurors. "The myth of this issue is 
that jurors are provincial and unsophisticated," he said. 
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His argument, however, was undermined by an example that he cited to support it, because the 
example involved a juror who refuted the supposed expertise of Jallepalli's witness. Jallepalli 
said that in one recent case, another gang detective "referenced certain passages that were 
commenting on violence, commenting on the use offireanns-this was a murder with gang 
enhancements-and one of the jurors wrote a note to the effect of, 'Some of these things are 
quotes from rap artists, not things he originally wrote."' Neither Jallepalli nor his expe1i witness 
was aware that the passage included quotations. 

Erik Nielson, the University of Richmond professor who is an expert on the use of rap evidence 
in criminal proceedings, recently co-published, with Charis Kubrin, a professor at UC Irvine, 
Rap on Trial, a scholarly paper that's served as the basis for their opinion pieces in The New York 
Times, the Los Angeles Times, the Washington Post, and USA Today, among other outlets. 

"Our work has become all-consuming," Nielson said in an interview. "The deeper we dig, the 
more horrified we are by the extent of it. 

"We see honible experts," he added, referring to police detectives who claim to understand rap, 
"people who show fundamental misunderstandings of the genre." 

Examples of rap being used as evidence are abundant in Bay Area criminal trials dating back to 
the 1990s. There are no records kept of how frequently rap is admitted into evidence, and it's 
difficult to track due to the various stages and types of trial proceedings, records of which often 
remain sealed. But Nielson and Kubrin have amassed documentation of hundreds of examples as 
pmi of a broader campaign aimed at bringing attention to - and curbing - the practice. 

In Rap on Trial, the academics map rap, which they distinguish as one component of hip-hop 
culture, from its origins through today, illustrating its empowering role for historically 
underserved communities, along with the attendant establishment effo1is to stamp it out, namely 
through penalizing expression in criminal proceedings. 

Early in his research, Nielson observed that a disproportionate number of the criminal trials 
involving rap evidence came from California, which he attributed to the state's aggressive gang 
statutes. "In the 1990s," he said, "you had law enforcement disrupting conceits, so much that you 
saw labels self-censoring from within, holding artists back or requiring artists to change their 
lyrics." 

Indeed, live rap shows have been pmticularly embattled in Oakland, where the genre was 
fonnally banned from clubs for a year in 1989. Today, the Oakland Police Department regularly 
inspects fliers for hip-hop shows, stepping in to compel cancellations if they deem a perfonner 
problem-prone. And earlier this month, following a fatal late-night shooting in downtown, 
Damon Gallagher, the then-co-owner of a nearby pizzeria, appeared to speak for those who 
harbor prejudice against the genre when he publicly blamed the hip-hop-oriented club Vinyl for 
inviting violence, despite his ignorance of the tragedy's details. 
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As Nielson and Kubrin write in Rap on Trial and elsewhere, hip-hop culture was always highly 
political, a means for the dispossessed to reclaim urban space, which still colors the 
neighborhood-centric lyrics of aiiists such as Laz Tha Boy. Rap lyricism became especially 
characterized by politics in the late 1980s and early 1990s. Afro-futurism themes appeared, with 
groups often stylizing themselves as didactic disciples of a radical Black tradition. In Oakland, 
Boots Riley and The Coup espoused a Marxist critique of class and race. 

Rap on Trial emphasizes that, despite the public's assumptions about violence and rap 
cohabitating, hip-hop culture has more often served as an alternative to destructive avenues, a 
means of transmuting aggression into ritualized, combative expression. Nevertheless, it was in 
the early-Nineties, when explicitly political rap began giving way to gangsta themes, that 
prosecutors' effo1is to criminalize hip-hop tropes began in earnest. 

In 1994, Anerae Brown, who raps as X-Raided, went on trial for pa1iicipating in a Sacramento 
home-invasion robbery that left a woman dead. The prosecutor, Pete Harned, played jurors 
selections of X-Raided's music, arguing in court that they amounted to premeditation. Brown 
was sentenced to 31-years-to-life. In prison, he met Shawn Thomas, better known as the storied 
Sacramento rapper C-Bo, architect behind The Jacka's Pittsburg outfit Mob Figaz. When Thomas 
was released on parole, he agreed not to record music that promoted gang lifestyles or criticized 
cops. But then he issued "Deadly Game" in 1998, which discussed killing cops to avoid a third­
felony, referencing the controversial three-strikes law. The song, which was actually written by 
Brown in prison, earned Thomas an arrest for parole violation and charges that were only 
dropped after protest and ACLU intervention. 

In 1999, Raymond Lamont Scott went on trial for shooting an Oakland police officer. The judge 
in the case allowed the prosecutor to admit lyrics written by the defendant more than a year 
before the alleged crime. The San Francisco Chronicle quoted Alameda County prosecutor 
William Tingle saying, "The poem will show Mr. Scott's attitude about killing - the 
glorification of it, the joy it." 

That sort of spin influenced the trial of Joseph Blacknell III, who was accused in 2012 of the 
2009 killing of a rival gang member in Richmond. The UC Berkeley School of Journalism news 
website Richmond Confidential reported that Contra Costa County Deputy District Attorney 
Derek Butts cited lyrics that Blacknell jotted down while in custody, which "he said indicated 
that Blacknell was a violent enforcer within his gang." 

Nielson and Kubrin's studies show that rap is nowadays penalized in court more aggressively 
than ever, which initially appears to be at odds with its contemporary pop culture hegemony. 
Intuitively, rap's high profile - not to mention the new superstar paradigm exemplified by 
Kan ye West and Jay Z - would suggest wider acceptance and understanding, but in court, the 
opposite holds starkly true. 

As Nielson put it, "Prosecutors started to realize it's effective, so it became almost a formal 
strategy." In Rap on Trial, Nielson and Kubrin cite a 2004 training manual produced by the 
National District Attorneys Association that codified the use oflyrics for going after defendants: 
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"Through photographs, letters, notes, and even music lyrics, prosecutors can invade and exploit 
the defendant's true personality." 

As much as the judiciary ente1iains prosecutors' aggressive use of rap evidence, activists and 
legal professionals are also looking to higher courts for rulings that limit and condemn the tactic. 
Nielson hopes that prominent decisions will reinforce what's actually an old legal standard: 
Distinguishing between probative, relevant evidence and evidence that's prejudicial, or liable to 
undermine a defendant's right to fair trial by appealing to jurors' emotions with tangential details. 
That's supposed to occur in every criminal proceeding, but judges regularly capitulate to 
prosecutors who wish to mislead jurors with prejudicial rap evidence. Nielson hopes for 
prominent rulings to compel lower comis to abide by extant standards of due process. 

That's what eventually happened in the case of Jamie Thomas, an Oakland resident who fatally 
shot his neighbor, Sam Navarro, in 2007. The shooting immediately followed an altercation in 
which Navarro's friend, Ignacio Otiiz, assaulted Thomas. Initially, Ortiz lied to the police about 
what precipitated the shooting, only to correct himself on the stand. After the shooting, Oakland 
police recovered handwritten lyrics - a mostly unintelligible verse that included references to 
gunplay - from Thomas' apartment. 

One charge filed against Thomas was felony gun possession. Prosecutors argued for the lyrics' 
admission as a written confession to the crime, even though the defendant didn't dispute 
possessing or firing the gun, only the circumstances of his doing so. The prosecutor argued that 
not only were the vague lyrics an admission of gun ownership, but that they suppo1ied a charge 
of murder over manslaughter. In closing arguments, the prosecutor stated, "You have a man here 
who carries around a loaded SKS assault rifle in his station wagon, who glorifies, s01i of this 
mentality or bravado - you can look at some of what he writes about." 

Thomas' murder conviction was appealed on the grounds that the jury wasn't properly instructed 
about manslaughter committed in the heat of passion and that jurors were subjected to prejudicial 
lyrical evidence, among other procedural issues. The initial appeal to the Alameda County 
Superior Count faltered; in a dissenting opinion, however, Judge Stuart Pollak took issue with 
the use of rap lyrics, which he noted bore no resemblance to the alleged events. 

"The lyrics would tend to evoke an emotional bias against the defendant with little or no 
relevance on material issues," he wrote. "The trial comi abused its discretion in admitting the 
lyrics, and ... it is reasonably probable that defendant would have obtained a more favorable result 
absent the errors. I would reverse defendant murder conviction." 

A higher comi eventually sided with Pollak, and Thomas' conviction was reduced to 
manslaughter. 

To Nielson, the most heartening legal precedent yet was set last year by the New Jersey Supreme 
Comi in the case of Vonte Skinner. Prosecutors alleged that Skinner was guilty of an attempted 
murder in 2005. The victim initially identified Skinner as the shooter, but recanted on the stand. 
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The prosecutor read thitteen pages of Skinner's rap lyrics to jurors, despite the fact that they were 
mostly written more than a year before the alleged crime and bore no similarity to it. The ACLU 
got involved, Nielson and Kubrin wrote about the case, and last year, the state Supreme Court 
ruled unanimously to overturn Skinner's murder conviction, stating that such evidence shouldn't 
be allowed in trial without a "direct connection" to the alleged crimes. 

In December, the US Supreme Court heard oral arguments in the case of Elonis v. United States. 
Central to the case is the issue of what constitutes a "true threat," an amorphous legal standard 
that excludes certain statements from First Amendment protections. But, as Nielson is keenly 
aware, the case will also force the justices to grapple with speech in the context of rap, because 
the writing in question was posted to social media as verse. The defendant, Anthony Elonis, is an 
aspiring white emcee who goes by Tone Dougie. 

Nielson, who wrote about the case in a USA Today article co-bylined by Michael Render, better 
known as the rapper Killer Mike, told me, "What I'm hoping will happen is that [the Supreme 
Comt] will at least nod to the significance of the rap lyric form in that case." It seems likely: 
During oral arguments, conservative Chief Justice John Roberts took the unusual step of quoting 
Eminem lyrics, prodding the government lawyer, Michael R. Dreeben, about whether they could 
be prosecuted. 

"Robe1ts nailed it," said Nielson. "The state basically said, 'Well, no, he's famous,' and Roberts 
said, 'Well, how do you become famous?' What I suspect Robe1ts didn't know is that rappers are 
prosecuted all of the time for their lyrics." 

Still, Nielson knows that, for rap and hip-hop culture, much of the damage is already done. In 
Rap on Trial, he cites a few emcees who dropped the mic for the last time after prosecutors used 
their recorded or written utterances to support criminal allegations. The chilling effect, Nielson 
said, is visible in many new rap music videos that feature disclaimers stating what should already 
be obvious: they're works of fiction, often setting hyperbole, wordplay, and story-telling into the 
service of what's often valuable cultural commentary. It's a burden that doesn't fall on other 
genres. 

Deandre Mitchell has considered retiring Laz Tha Boy. "But then I figured," he said, "they're 
already trying to charge me with it, so I might as well make the music I want to make, because 
there's still freedom of speech. I wasn't charged with nothing. Everything was based on music." 

His upcoming EP is tentatively titled Rap on Trial.

As a resident of Bayview-Hunters Point, I am familiar with the issues currently 
facing our community, particularly affordable housing, community safety and police 
accountability. I have dedicated my life to public service and helping people that 
have been marginalized and ostracized by society. I was born and raised in 
Guadalupe, California, a small, migrant, farm-working town in the Central Valley. 
Both my father and grandfathers were restaurant and farm-workers, who worked 
countless hours in kitchens and produce fields. My maternal grandfather migrated 
from the Philippines and my paternal grandfather migrated from Mexico, both in 
search of a better life. Growing up in a small town did not expose me to much 
diversity. Our town was not accepting of people with diverse backgrounds. 
Additionally, I witnessed how farm workers, including my grandfathers, father and 
uncles, were mistreated. I distinctly remember driving around trying to track down 
my father's paycheck, because back then, there were little to no regulations for 
nonpayment of wages. Being raised in this environment helped mold me into the 
person I am today and ignited my desire to help others by dedicating my career to 
public service. 

I am the first person in my family to attend and graduate from college and worked 
full time while attending law school at night. Ever since I was young, I wanted to be 
a lawyer so that I could fight for those whose voices weren't being heard. Initially, I 
attended law school with the goal of becoming a labor law attorney, with a focus on 
advocating for workers' rights. However, during law school, I became consumed 
with the Constitution and trial advocacy. My focus shifted towards defending 
individual's constitutional rights, which is why I became a Public Defender. I served 
as a San Francisco Public Defender for nearly twelve years. During that time, I 
served the poorest and most marginalized members of our community, including 
those who suffer from mental illness and addiction. I recently returned my focus to 
workers' rights, by joining the Labor Commissioner's Office as a Bureau of Field 
Enforcement attorney, where I currently enforce California's labor laws and 
prosecute employers' who have disregarded the rights of their employees.

The Police Commission shall consist of seven (7) members: 
>Three (3) members shall be nominated by the Rules Committee of the Board of Supervisors; 
and 
>Four (4) members nominated by the Mayor, at least one (1) shall be a retired judge or an 
attorney with trial experience. 

Each nomination shall be subject to confirmation by the Board of Supervisors. The Mayor's 
nominations shall be the subject of a public hearing and vote within 60 days. If the Board of 
Supervisors rejects the Mayor's nomination to fill the seat designated for a retired judge or 
attorney with trial experience, the Mayor shall nominate a different person with such 
qualifications. If the Board of Supervisors fails to act on a mayoral nomination within 60 days 
from the date the nomination is transmitted to the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors, the 
nominee shall be deemed confirmed. 

To stagger the terms of the seven members, of the first four members nominated by the Mayor, 
two members shall serve two year terms and two members shall serve terms of four years; and 
of the three members nominated by the Rules Committee, one member shall serve a term of one 
year, one member shall serve a term of two years, and one member shall serve a term of three 
years. The Clerk of the Board of Supervisors shall designate such initial terms by lot. All 
subsequent appointments to the commission shall be for four-year terms. 
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The tenure of each member shall terminate upon the expiration of the member's term. The 
Mayor shall transmit a nomination or re-nomination to the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors no 
later than 60 days prior to the expiration of the term of a member nominated by the Mayor. For 
vacancies occurring for reasons other than the expiration of a member's term, within 60 days 
following the creation of such vacancy, the Mayor shall nominate a member to fill such vacancy 
ifthe vacancy is for a seat filled by nomination of the Mayor. 

The District Attorney, Sheriff, and Public Defender may recommend persons to the Mayor and 
Board of Supervisors for nomination or appointment to the Commission. 

The Mayor, with the consent of the Board, may remove a member the Mayor has nominated. 
The Board of Supervisors may remove a member the Rules Committee has nominated. 

The Police Commission oversees the Police Department and the Office of Citizen Complaints 
(OCC). The OCC investigates complaints of police misconduct and neglect of duty. The 
Director of the OCC may verify and file disciplinary charges with the Police Commission 
against members of the Police Department arising out of citizen complaints that are sustained by 
the OCC after meeting and conferring with the Chief of Police.
