WHEREAS, Fifty years ago the people of San Francisco erected a monument to the 

honor and glory of their namesake Guadalcanal Battle Cruiser, the USS San Francisco; and 

WHEREAS, It is through the dedication and bravery of young men and women who 

have fought for our country that we enjoy our freedom today; and 

WHEREAS, Services are held each year at the USS San Francisco Monument on 

Memorial Day for men and women who sacrificed their lives for our country; and 

WHEREAS, The veterans from the USS San Francisco Association intend to  

complete the USS San Francisco Monument by adding two black granite plaques displaying 

the USS San Francisco and the history of the Guadalcanal battles, to become a permanent 

feature of the monument; now, therefore, be it
