WHEREAS, Charles opened the Charles Campbell Gallery which became the longest 

running gallery in the same location in San Francisco and an important center and show place 

for the Bay Area figurative movement; now, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, That the San Francisco Board of Supervisors urges the creation of 

Charles Campbell Day.
