WHEREAS, The Mercy Skippers can sure spot them early, as these very skills are
what led her to make the bold choice in 1990 to become a San Francisco firefighter as one of

WHEREAS, Chief Hayes-White was a frontline firefighter and a part of several engine
companies as she climbed the professional ladder and held such titles as: Lieutenant and
Captain as company officers, and those ranked higher such as Battalion Chief, Assistant

Gavin Newsom as the very first female Fire Chief in San Francisco history; and
