Based on the Comprehensive Airport Land Use
Compatibility Plan for the Environs of San
Francisco International Airport (CLUP), the
project site is located outside of the 65 CNEL
noise contour.

The project site is not within the vicinity of a
private airstrip. The site is located outside the
San Francisco International Airport Influence
Area (AlA) and would not create a safety hazard
for people working or residing in the area.
