opposed the restrictions on reproductive choice. 

 

WHEREAS, The United States Senate is currently debating comprehensive healthcare 

reform; and 

WHEREAS, The San Francisco Board of Supervisors adopted File # 090968 in support 

of President Obama’s healthcare principles including a robust public option; and, 

WHEREAS, The San Francisco Board of Supervisors has passed many resolutions 

supporting access to reproductive choice, including File #050019 which urged all legal 

authorities to fully facilitate the protection of the right of women to control their reproductive 

health.

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the City and County of San Francisco urges House and 

Senate conferees to remove the Stupak amendment and include a robust public option; and,

Nelson’s amendment and supported a robust public option.
